e Putallyour student’s medication in a clear, gallon Ziplock bag with their name on it:

Medication Form. Medications must be in the original containers with instructions.
Students are not allowed to keep any medication with them in their cabin except life
saving epi-pens.

e Students will receive their cabin assighments at Bag Drop.

e Students can make requests to be in cabins with their friends. Requests can be
made at the time of payment. We will do our best to accommodate.

e Students will receive their camp bracelet that is their “ticket” to get on the bus on
Wednesday morning.

e NEW FOR 2026. We are giving all parents an opportunity to write their students a
“secret” note. We will collect these and discreetly give them to their cabin leader to
hand out during camp. Clearly mark your student’s first and last name. Letters and
packages mailed to camp do not usually make it there on time to be delivered. So
have it ready at Bag Drop and we will deliver it for you!
