One Young World

One Young World is a UK-based charity that gathers together the
brightest young leaders from around the world, empowering them
to make lasting connections to create positive change.

OYW stages an annual Summit where the most valuable young
talent from global and national companies, NGOs, universities and
other forward-thinking organizations are joined by world leaders,
acting as the One Young World Counsellors.

Held at the Rogers Centre Ottawa, the event is the largest gathering
of nations outside of the Olympics, bringing together 1,200 young
leaders from over 195 countries.

OYW enjoyed exclusive access for branding possibilities in the
Rogers Centre - impressing delegates and notable keynote speakers
including Emma Watson, Cher, and Prime Minister Justin Trudeau.

Delegates took full advantage of a partnership between Rogers
Centre and Ottawa Tourism, with breakout sessions, dinners and
events hosted around the city, including a unique experience in the
multi-cultural food court of the CF Rideau Centre, attached to our
building, for all 1,200 delegates.
