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This document governs all editorial operations of Africa Reporters Network.It is binding upon all journalists, editors, contributors, and editorial leadership.

I. PREAMBLE

This document is the Editorial Constitution of Africa Reporters Network. It is not a mission statement. It is not a marketing tool. It is not a declaration of aspiration. It is a binding framework of principles, obligations, and prohibitions that governs how this institution pursues, processes, and presents information to the world.

We live in an era of profound information disorder. Misinformation proliferates faster than correction. Outrage is manufactured as a commodity. Journalism, in many places, has been captured — by governments, by oligarchs, by ideological movements, and by the perverse economics of digital attention. Trust in media institutions has declined globally, and nowhere has the cost of this decline been more severe than on the African continent, where the vacuum left by credible information has been filled by propaganda, ethnic messaging, foreign disinformation, and the weaponization of ignorance.

Africa Reporters Network was established in response to this crisis — not as a protest, not as a brand, but as an institution. Its founding premise is simple and uncompromising: Africa deserves journalism of the highest standard. African audiences deserve to be treated with the same intellectual respect accorded to any informed public anywhere on earth. The continent’s complexity demands depth. Its history demands accuracy. Its future demands honesty.

“Truth is not a competitive advantage. It is the only reason this institution exists.”

This constitution establishes the rules by which ARN earns and preserves public trust. It establishes what ARN will do, what it will never do, and why. It is not a document to be consulted occasionally. It is the permanent operating framework of a newsroom designed to endure.

Every journalist, editor, contributor, and executive associated with Africa Reporters Network assumes obligations under this constitution upon engagement with the institution. No contractual relationship, commercial arrangement, or political circumstance overrides the principles contained herein.

II. THE MANDATE OF ARN

Africa Reporters Network exists to gather, verify, and report information of significance to African public life, and to do so with the discipline, fairness, and integrity that the public interest demands.

Institutional Purpose
ARN serves the public — not governments, not investors, not political movements, not ethnic communities, not ideological agendas. Its ultimate client is an informed citizenry. This is a constitutional commitment, not a marketing posture.

ARN operates as a pan-African institution. It does not regard Africa as a single narrative or a uniform experience. The continent contains fifty-four sovereign states, thousands of languages, hundreds of distinct legal traditions, and an incomparable breadth of human experience. ARN recognizes this complexity and reports within it, not above it.

The Institutional Obligation
ARN holds the following as non-negotiable institutional obligations: to be accurate before it is first; to be fair before it is noticed; to be independent before it is profitable; to correct errors before it defends them; and to serve the public before it serves itself.

ARN does not exist to be liked. It exists to be trusted.

“The measure of this institution is not its reach. It is its reliability.”

III. THE PRINCIPLE OF TRUTH

Truth, as pursued by this institution, is not an absolute metaphysical claim. It is an empirical standard: the fullest, most accurate, most fairly contextualized account of events and facts that rigorous reporting can produce at any given moment. ARN does not traffic in certainty where certainty does not exist. It does not suppress complexity to manufacture clarity.

Article 3.1. ARN reports what can be verified. What cannot be verified is not reported as fact.
Article 3.2. Uncertainty, when it exists, is communicated explicitly and honestly. Journalism that obscures what is not known is as dishonest as journalism that fabricates what is not true.
Article 3.3. ARN distinguishes between fact, inference, analysis, and opinion. Each is handled with the tools appropriate to its nature. Opinion does not masquerade as news. Analysis is not presented as confirmed fact.
Article 3.4. Context is inseparable from accuracy. A true statement stripped of its context may constitute a form of misinformation. ARN reporters are responsible for the accuracy not only of their facts but of the picture those facts collectively produce.
Article 3.5. ARN does not distort reality to serve a narrative. The narrative follows the evidence. The evidence does not follow the narrative.

This institution rejects the notion that balance requires false equivalence. Not all claims are equally supported by evidence. Not all viewpoints are equally valid. Journalistic fairness demands the fair treatment of people and competing perspectives — it does not demand that misinformation be presented alongside established fact as though they occupy equivalent standing.

IV. EDITORIAL INDEPENDENCE

Editorial independence is the institutional condition that makes all other principles possible. Without it, accuracy is contingent. Fairness is selective. Verification is performative. Trust is impossible.

Separation of Editorial and Commercial
The editorial department of ARN operates independently from all commercial, advertising, sponsorship, and business development functions. No advertiser, sponsor, partner, or financial backer holds any influence, formal or informal, over editorial decisions, story selection, framing, or presentation.

Article 4.1. No advertising or commercial relationship shall determine, inhibit, or shape any editorial output. No story shall be published, modified, delayed, or suppressed in response to commercial interests.
Article 4.2. No sponsor or funder shall be granted editorial access, story input, or preferred treatment as a condition of any financial relationship with ARN.
Article 4.3. Native advertising, sponsored content, and commercial partnerships shall be labeled clearly and unambiguously. No sponsored content shall appear without explicit disclosure. The label ‘Advertisement’ or ‘Sponsored Content’ is mandatory and non-negotiable.

Political Independence
ARN is not aligned with any political party, government, movement, candidate, ideological tradition, or civic campaign. This independence is total and permanent.

Article 4.4. No government, head of state, minister, or official body shall hold any direct or indirect influence over ARN’s editorial decisions.
Article 4.5. ARN shall not accept state funding from any government in exchange for editorial consideration of any kind.
Article 4.6. Journalists and editors shall not accept government credentials, media accreditation, or institutional access on conditions that limit their editorial freedom.

“A newsroom that cannot report without permission is not a newsroom. It is a bureau.”

Structural Independence
ARN’s editorial leadership is responsible to its editorial constitution, its institutional board, and the public. It is not subordinate to shareholders, donors, political stakeholders, or individual proprietors in matters of editorial judgment.

V. THE PRINCIPLE OF VERIFICATION

Verification is the technical and ethical core of journalism. At ARN, nothing is published as fact that has not been independently confirmed. The speed of publication is never a justification for the abandonment of verification standards.

Sourcing Standards
Article 5.1. Every material claim in an ARN report must be attributable to a verifiable source. The nature of that source — named or anonymous, documentary or human, primary or secondary — must be assessed for reliability before reliance.
Article 5.2. A single source is insufficient to establish a contested or sensitive fact. Where a story rests on a single source, this limitation must be disclosed in the report.
Article 5.3. Documentary evidence is preferred over oral testimony wherever available. Documents must be authenticated before reliance.
Article 5.4. Official sources are not automatically credible. Government statements, press releases, and institutional claims are subject to the same scrutiny as any other assertion.

Anonymous Sources
Article 5.5. Anonymous sources may be used only where the information is of genuine public importance and the source faces a credible risk of harm if identified.
Article 5.6. The identity and position of every anonymous source must be known to and verified by the relevant editor. Anonymity is extended to the public — not to the editorial team.
Article 5.7. Stories shall not be built primarily on anonymous sourcing. Anonymous testimony should be corroborated by documentary evidence or additional independent sources wherever possible.
Article 5.8. The reason for source anonymity shall be described in published reports with as much specificity as can be safely offered. Vague references to ‘sources familiar with the matter’ are insufficient without context that allows the reader to assess credibility.

Visual Verification
Article 5.9. All photographs, video footage, and audio recordings used in ARN reports must be independently verified for origin, date, location, and authenticity before publication.
Article 5.10. Unverified visual content circulating on social media shall not be published as confirmed. Where visual content cannot be fully verified, it shall not be used.

AI-Generated and Synthetic Media
Article 5.11. ARN shall not publish AI-generated imagery, synthetic audio, or computationally fabricated media as authentic documentary evidence of events.
Article 5.12. Where AI tools are used in any part of ARN’s reporting or production process, their use shall be disclosed.
Article 5.13. ARN shall actively screen for AI-generated and digitally manipulated content before publication, using available forensic tools and editorial judgment.

Misinformation Policy
Article 5.14. ARN shall not amplify, repeat, or publish unverified claims solely because they are widely circulated. Viral prevalence is not evidence of truth.
Article 5.15. When reporting on misinformation as a subject of journalism, ARN shall take care not to amplify false claims beyond the purpose necessary to address or correct them.

VI. THE PRINCIPLE OF FAIRNESS

Fairness is not the mechanical allocation of equal space to all parties. It is the commitment to treating subjects, sources, and audiences with intellectual honesty, contextual care, and procedural consistency.

Article 6.1. Every individual or institution about whom ARN publishes significant allegations shall be given a meaningful and adequate opportunity to respond before publication. This is not a courtesy — it is a professional and ethical obligation.
Article 6.2. Responses received from subjects of reporting shall be incorporated honestly into published material. Where a subject declines to respond, that fact shall be reported.
Article 6.3. ARN does not hold different communities, political actors, or institutions to different evidentiary or editorial standards. Fairness is applied consistently across geography, identity, ideology, and power.
Article 6.4. ARN recognizes the difference between equidistance and independence. Impartiality does not require ARN to present false equivalences between established facts and contested claims. It requires that ARN’s reasoning be honest and its process be consistent.

Representation and Cultural Sensitivity
Article 6.5. ARN shall report African stories with the same depth, complexity, and humanizing care that it would apply to reporting from any other part of the world. The default register for African stories is neither crisis nor celebration. It is honest, contextual observation.
Article 6.6. ARN shall not reduce individuals to their ethnicity, religion, or cultural identity unless such identity is directly and specifically relevant to the story being reported.
Article 6.7. Stereotypes — whether of African nations, communities, or groups — have no place in ARN reporting. Lazy generalization is treated as a professional failure.

VII. CONFLICTS OF INTEREST

A conflict of interest exists wherever a journalist’s personal, financial, familial, or political relationships could reasonably be perceived as influencing their professional judgment. ARN treats the appearance of conflict with the same seriousness as actual conflict, because credibility is lost in both circumstances.

Article 7.1. No ARN journalist shall accept gifts, payments, travel, hospitality, or material benefits from any individual or organization they cover or might reasonably cover. Unless explicitly declared to the editorial leadership. The standard applies regardless of the giver’s intent.
Article 7.2. No ARN journalist shall hold financial interests in companies, sectors, or institutions they cover. Financial interests in these areas shall be disclosed upon hiring and divested where necessary.
Article 7.3. No ARN journalist shall engage in active political participation, partisan advocacy, or campaign work while employed by ARN.
Article 7.4. Familial and personal relationships that create potential conflicts shall be disclosed to editorial leadership. Journalists shall recuse themselves from reporting on individuals or organizations with whom they have personal relationships of professional significance.
Article 7.5. Paid speaking engagements, consultancies, and advisory roles outside ARN require prior disclosure and editorial approval. Activities that compromise editorial independence are prohibited.
Article 7.6. Undisclosed financial or personal relationships between ARN staff and subjects of coverage constitute a serious breach of this constitution.

“Credibility cannot be partially compromised. It is whole or it is gone.”

VIII. CORRECTIONS AND ACCOUNTABILITY

Errors in journalism are inevitable. How an institution responds to its errors defines its integrity more completely than any declaration of principle. ARN’s correction policy is not a defensive mechanism. It is an expression of institutional honesty.

Article 8.1. ARN will correct all factual errors promptly, prominently, and without evasion. Corrections shall appear on the same platform and with comparable visibility to the original error.
Article 8.2. Corrections shall describe what was reported incorrectly, what the correct information is, and when the error was made. Vague or self-serving correction language that obscures the nature of the error is prohibited.
Article 8.3. The process of correction shall not be weaponized defensively. An ARN reporter who receives credible evidence of error in their own work is obligated to report it to editorial leadership without delay.
Article 8.4. Retractions, which involve the withdrawal of an entire report or major component thereof, shall be issued where errors are fundamental to the integrity of a published story and cannot be corrected by amendment.
Article 8.5. ARN shall maintain a permanent and publicly accessible record of significant corrections. This record shall not be concealed, minimized, or deleted.

Internal Accountability
Article 8.6. ARN shall establish an internal editorial review mechanism to assess complaints, evaluate corrections, and recommend systemic improvements where patterns of error emerge.
Article 8.7. ARN shall appoint or designate a public editorial contact point through whom readers, subjects, and the public may register complaints. This function shall operate with genuine authority and genuine independence from day-to-day editorial management.

IX. INVESTIGATIVE REPORTING STANDARDS

Investigative journalism is among the highest expressions of the journalistic function. It is also among the most susceptible to error, legal challenge, and institutional abuse. ARN’s investigative standards are designed to maximize the reliability of its accountability journalism while protecting its reporters, its subjects’ legal rights, and its institutional credibility.

Evidence and Thresholds
Article 9.1. No investigative report shall be published without a standard of evidence that would satisfy a reasonable, informed editor acting in good faith. Serious allegations require serious documentation.
Article 9.2. Allegations of corruption, criminal conduct, professional misconduct, or abuse of power shall be supported by primary documentary evidence wherever such evidence exists and can be lawfully obtained.
Article 9.3. ARN shall not publish allegations resting solely on the testimony of a single, potentially interested, or unverifiable source.

Legal Review and Risk Assessment
Article 9.4. Significant investigative reports shall be reviewed by legal counsel before publication. This review shall address potential defamation exposure, legal privilege, source protection obligations, and publication risk.
Article 9.5. Legal risk shall not, by itself, constitute grounds for suppression of reporting that is accurate, fairly presented, and in the genuine public interest.

Source Protection in Investigations
Article 9.6. Whistleblowers and confidential sources who provide information for investigative purposes shall be afforded the full protections described in Section XIV of this constitution. No investigative process shall compromise a protected source.

Public Interest Standard
Article 9.7. Investigative reporting must serve a genuine public interest. The fact that information is secret, uncomfortable, or embarrassing to powerful parties does not alone establish public interest. Investigative reports must demonstrate that the matters disclosed are of material consequence to the welfare, rights, or governance of the public.

“Power that cannot be questioned is power that cannot be limited. Accountability journalism is democracy’s technical infrastructure.”

Handling Powerful Subjects
Article 9.8. Investigative subjects shall be afforded reasonable and specific notice of allegations before publication. The time offered for response shall be sufficient for meaningful engagement, not merely pro forma compliance.
Article 9.9. Institutional power does not exempt a subject from investigative scrutiny. It may, however, increase the level of documentary corroboration ARN requires before publication.

X. POLITICAL AND ELECTION COVERAGE

Elections are among the most consequential events in democratic life. ARN’s coverage of political processes, including elections, campaigns, and governance, shall be governed by the strictest standards of neutrality, accuracy, and public service.

Article 10.1. ARN shall not endorse political candidates, parties, or electoral outcomes. Its role in political reporting is informational, not prescriptive.
Article 10.2. Political parties, candidates, and governments shall be covered with equal rigor, regardless of their ideology, origin, or relationship to ARN’s institutional stakeholders.
Article 10.3. ARN shall treat electoral misinformation with particular urgency. False claims about voting processes, results, candidate conduct, or electoral integrity shall be challenged promptly, clearly, and with appropriate evidence.
Article 10.4. ARN shall not amplify political messaging that functions as propaganda, regardless of the political direction from which it originates.
Article 10.5. Coverage of elections shall prioritize issues of substantive public consequence over the strategic and theatrical dimensions of political campaigns. Horse-race coverage shall not crowd out policy, governance, and accountability reporting.
Article 10.6. ARN journalists shall be especially vigilant during election periods for coordinated information operations, disinformation campaigns, and deliberate manipulation of the information environment.

ARN recognizes that in some African political contexts, the personal safety of journalists covering elections may be at risk. No editorial obligation shall require a journalist to place themselves in documented and disproportionate physical danger. Safety planning is a mandatory component of election coverage.

XI. CULTURE, RELIGION, AND IDENTITY REPORTING

Africa’s cultural, religious, ethnic, and linguistic diversity is one of the defining facts of the continent. It is also one of the most consistently misreported. ARN approaches this complexity with intellectual seriousness and deep institutional care.

Article 11.1. ARN shall report on religion, ethnicity, language, and cultural identity as significant dimensions of human experience — not as explanations for conflict, backwardness, or pathology.
Article 11.2. Ethnic identity shall not be used in ARN reporting to assign collective guilt, reduce individual agency, or imply that communities are inherently in conflict. Ethnicity becomes relevant when it is demonstrably relevant to the story — not as background color.
Article 11.3. Religious communities shall be treated with the same analytical seriousness. ARN reports on religious institutions and practices as it does any social institution: with fairness, context, and evidence.
Article 11.4. Historical trauma — including the legacies of colonialism, slavery, conflict, and structural violence — provides essential context for contemporary African stories. ARN reporters shall be conversant with this history, not as advocates but as informed professionals.
Article 11.5. Gender is reported with the same standards as any other dimension of social identity. ARN shall not perpetuate gender stereotypes, normalize gendered violence, or treat women’s experiences as subordinate to other editorial priorities.
Article 11.6. Migration, displacement, and refugee experience shall be reported with humanizing depth. ARN does not reduce displaced persons to abstractions or statistics. Individual dignity is not a narrative luxury. It is a professional obligation.

“Africa’s stories do not need to be simplified to be told. They need to be reported well.”

XII. DIGITAL INFORMATION AND ARTIFICIAL INTELLIGENCE

The digital environment in which ARN operates is characterized by information velocity, algorithmic amplification, deliberate manipulation, and the rapid emergence of synthetic media technologies. ARN approaches this environment with discipline, skepticism, and technical awareness.

Social Media and Viral Content
Article 12.1. ARN shall not treat social media as a primary source of factual information. Content circulating on social media platforms is subject to the full verification standards of this constitution before publication.
Article 12.2. Viral prevalence is not corroboration. The fact that a claim, image, or story is circulating widely is not evidence of its accuracy. ARN journalists shall resist the institutional pressure to report unverified material on the basis that ‘everyone is covering it.’

Artificial Intelligence
Article 12.3. AI tools may be used in ARN’s editorial process for research assistance, transcription, translation, and data analysis. They shall not be used to generate editorial content that is published without the full editorial review, verification, and authorial accountability of a human journalist.
Article 12.4. AI-generated text, imagery, audio, or video shall not be published as authentic documentary evidence of events. Where AI tools are used, this usage shall be disclosed in published material.
Article 12.5. ARN shall maintain active awareness of developments in synthetic media technology, disinformation operations, and AI-enabled manipulation, and shall adapt its verification procedures accordingly.

Algorithmic Awareness
Article 12.6. ARN shall not optimize its editorial decisions for algorithmic distribution at the expense of accuracy, fairness, or public value. Engagement metrics are not editorial metrics.
Article 12.7. Outrage, sensationalism, and emotional manipulation increase algorithmic distribution. They also destroy institutional credibility. ARN shall treat these techniques as editorial failures, not competitive strategies.

XIII. THE ARN JOURNALIST

Journalism at ARN is a professional practice governed by ethical standards, not a platform for personal expression, advocacy, or ideological commitment. The ARN journalist is expected to bring intellectual discipline, personal integrity, cultural knowledge, and professional courage to their work.

Professional Character
Article 13.1. The ARN journalist is committed to truth as a professional obligation, not a selective convenience. This commitment operates regardless of personal belief, communal loyalty, or external pressure.
Article 13.2. The ARN journalist is intellectually curious, culturally literate, and analytically disciplined. They seek to understand before they seek to report.
Article 13.3. The ARN journalist maintains healthy skepticism toward all claims — official and unofficial, powerful and marginal, domestic and foreign. They verify because they understand that deception is not always detectable by instinct.
Article 13.4. The ARN journalist treats sources, subjects, and colleagues with professional respect. This respect does not preclude rigorous questioning. It precludes contempt, dismissiveness, and cruelty.

Conduct and Public Presence
Article 13.5. ARN journalists shall conduct themselves on social media, in public appearances, and in personal communications in a manner consistent with the professional obligations of this institution. Public expressions of partisan political opinion by ARN journalists undermine institutional credibility and are prohibited.
Article 13.6. The ARN journalist does not accept personal celebrity as a professional goal. Their work is the measure of their contribution. Their byline is a mark of accountability, not a brand.

Courage and Independence
Article 13.7. ARN journalists are expected to report stories of genuine public importance even when those stories are uncomfortable to powerful interests, including the interests of ARN’s own stakeholders. Journalistic courage is a professional expectation, not an exceptional virtue.
Article 13.8. The ARN journalist shall not allow fear, pressure, financial inducement, or personal discomfort to distort the accuracy or completeness of their reporting.

“The journalist who can only report comfortably is only half of a journalist.”

XIV. CONFIDENTIALITY AND SOURCE PROTECTION

The protection of confidential sources is among the most sacred obligations of this institution. Without the trust of those who provide information at personal risk, accountability journalism is impossible. ARN treats source protection as an institutional commitment of the highest order.

Article 14.1. ARN shall protect the identity of confidential sources to the maximum extent permitted by applicable law. Where legal compulsion threatens source confidentiality, ARN shall seek all available legal protections before disclosure.
Article 14.2. The identity of confidential sources shall be known only to those journalists and editors whose knowledge is operationally necessary. It shall not be shared beyond that circle for any reason.
Article 14.3. ARN shall not exploit, abandon, or expose a confidential source for commercial, editorial, or institutional convenience.
Article 14.4. Whistleblowers — those who disclose information about institutional wrongdoing at personal risk — are afforded ARN’s strongest protections. The exposure of a whistleblower by an ARN journalist constitutes a fundamental breach of this constitution.
Article 14.5. Internal editorial material, including reporter communications, unpublished drafts, and source-related documents, shall be treated as confidential and protected accordingly. Inadvertent disclosure through insecure digital practices is a professional failure.

Digital Security
Article 14.6. ARN shall maintain and enforce digital security practices appropriate to the protection of sensitive investigative material and source identities. Journalists handling sensitive material are required to use ARN’s approved secure communications and document handling protocols.

XV. BREACHES AND DISCIPLINARY ACTION

The credibility of this constitution depends on its enforcement. Declarations of principle that carry no consequence for violation are not principles. They are aspirations. ARN’s disciplinary framework ensures that breaches of this constitution are treated with the institutional seriousness they demand.

Categories of Breach
Article 15.1. Fabrication — the invention, creation, or material alteration of quotes, sources, events, or evidence — is the most severe breach this constitution recognizes. It constitutes grounds for immediate termination and permanent disqualification from ARN engagement.
Article 15.2. Plagiarism — the presentation of another’s work as one’s own, including the unauthorized reproduction of reportage, writing, or intellectual labor — is a serious breach. It shall be investigated, disclosed where appropriate, and subject to proportionate disciplinary action including termination.
Article 15.3. Acceptance of bribes, payments, gifts, or material benefits in exchange for editorial consideration is a serious breach subject to immediate termination and, where applicable, legal action.
Article 15.4. Political compromise — the deliberate distortion of reporting to serve political interests, whether in exchange for access, payment, or ideological conviction — constitutes a fundamental breach of this constitution.
Article 15.5. Undisclosed conflicts of interest, including financial relationships, personal relationships, and ideological commitments that shape editorial output without disclosure, constitute a serious breach.

Disciplinary Process
Article 15.6. All alleged breaches shall be investigated through a process that is fair, documented, and proportionate. The accused shall be informed of the allegation and afforded the opportunity to respond before any disciplinary conclusion is reached.
Article 15.7. Investigative findings shall be documented and preserved. Disciplinary decisions shall be recorded. Where a breach is confirmed, the response shall be commensurate with the severity of the violation.
Article 15.8. ARN’s disciplinary process shall not be used as a tool of editorial suppression, personal retaliation, or institutional self-protection. Its sole purpose is the integrity of this institution and its journalism.

ARN recognizes that a culture of ethical practice cannot be created by punishment alone. Institutional integrity is built through consistent leadership, honest communication, and the daily example of those who operate at the highest levels of this organization. The purpose of the disciplinary framework is not to govern through fear — it is to establish that this constitution carries weight.

XVI. FINAL DECLARATION


Africa Reporters Network was built to endure. Not to endure in the sense of institutional longevity — though we seek that too — but to endure in the sense that matters most: to be trusted across generations, across political cycles, across technological disruptions, and across the many pressures that deform weaker institutions.

We do not claim to be perfect. We claim to be serious. There is a difference. A perfect institution does not err. A serious institution corrects its errors honestly. We will err. We will correct. We will improve. And we will maintain, through all of it, the singular commitment to which every provision of this constitution ultimately returns: the obligation to tell the truth.

Africa has never lacked for stories. It has lacked for institutions willing to tell them with the discipline, fairness, and depth they deserve. This institution exists to address that lack — not through ambition alone, but through the structural rigor that only genuine editorial standards can provide.

The African continent is not a problem to be explained to the world. It is a civilization, or rather many civilizations, with their own complexity, their own beauty, their own contradictions, and their own future. This institution exists to report that future honestly. Not to make it palatable. Not to make it dramatic. To make it understood.

“We do not write Africa’s story. We report it. The difference is everything.”

This constitution does not expire. Its principles are not provisional. They are the permanent commitments of an institution that understands that public trust, once lost, is rarely recovered, and that the only way to preserve it is to deserve it — every day, in every story, through every decision, at every level of this organization.

To every journalist who works under this constitution: you carry with you not only the responsibility of your byline but the institutional promise that Africa Reporters Network makes to every reader, listener, and viewer who trusts our work. That promise is simple. We will not deceive you. We will not be captured. We will not stop.
