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Consistent Connection 

 
 
Opening Question: Looking back to last week’s sermon and scripture… How did you live differently 
or practice what we talked about in your life this week?  What did you do and how did it go? 

This Week’s Scriptures:    

Daniel 6:1-15 ESV 

“It pleased Darius to set over the kingdom 120 satraps, to be throughout the whole kingdom; 2 and 
over them three high officials, of whom Daniel was one, to whom these satraps should give account, so 
that the king might suffer no loss. 3 Then this Daniel became distinguished above all the other high 
officials and satraps, because an excellent spirit was in him. And the king planned to set him over the 
whole kingdom. 4 Then the high officials and the satraps sought to find a ground for complaint against 
Daniel with regard to the kingdom, but they could find no ground for complaint or any fault, because 
he was faithful, and no error or fault was found in him. 5 Then these men said, “We shall not find any 
ground for complaint against this Daniel unless we find it in connection with the law of his God.” 

6 Then these high officials and satraps came by agreement[a] to the king and said to him, “O King 
Darius, live forever! 7 All the high officials of the kingdom, the prefects and the satraps, the counselors 
and the governors are agreed that the king should establish an ordinance and enforce an injunction, 
that whoever makes petition to any god or man for thirty days, except to you, O king, shall be cast into 
the den of lions. 8 Now, O king, establish the injunction and sign the document, so that it cannot be 
changed, according to the law of the Medes and the Persians, which cannot be revoked.” 9 Therefore 
King Darius signed the document and injunction. 

10 When Daniel knew that the document had been signed, he went to his house where he had windows 
in his upper chamber open toward Jerusalem. He got down on his knees three times a day and prayed 
and gave thanks before his God, as he had done previously. 11 Then these men came by agreement 
and found Daniel making petition and plea before his God. 12 Then they came near and said before 
the king, concerning the injunction, “O king! Did you not sign an injunction, that anyone who makes 
petition to any god or man within thirty days except to you, O king, shall be cast into the den of lions?” 
The king answered and said, “The thing stands fast, according to the law of the Medes and 
Persians, which cannot be revoked.” 13 Then they answered and said before the king, “Daniel, who is 
one of the exiles from Judah, pays no attention to you, O king, or the injunction you have signed, but 
makes his petition three times a day.” 

14 Then the king, when he heard these words, was much distressed and set his mind to deliver Daniel. 
And he labored till the sun went down to rescue him. 15 Then these men came by agreement to the king

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and said to the king, “Know, O king, that it is a law of the Medes and Persians that no injunction or 
ordinance that the king establishes can be changed.”

What does this 
say about Daniel? Do you have an "upper room," and how often do you spend time in it? 

Closing Question and Application:  Given what we’ve discussed together today, how might God 
want you to apply these learnings to your life or in the life of your community this next week? Who 
might you share this with? 
 
Closing group prayer:  Spend a few minutes together in your group sharing prayer requests and 
then praying together for each other.  Take the challenging parts of your conversation to Jesus. Thank 
God for the time together, the conversation shared, the other people in the group, and for 
encouragement in the week ahead. 
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
