This Week’s Scripture:
1 John 4:7-21

“7 Dear friends, let us love one another, for love comes from God. Everyone who loves has been born
of God and knows God. 8 Whoever does not love does not know God, because God is love. ? This is
how God showed his love among us: He sent his one and only Son into the world that we might live
through him. '© This is love: not that we loved God, but that he loved us and sent his Son as an atoning
sacrifice for our sins. ' Dear friends, since God so loved us, we also ought to love one another. '2No
one has ever seen God; but if we love one another, God lives in us and his love is made complete in
us.

13 This is how we know that we live in him and he in us: He has given us of his Spirit. '* And we have
seen and testify that the Father has sent his Son to be the Savior of the world. '3 If anyone
acknowledges that Jesus is the Son of God, God lives in them and they in God. ® And so we know
and rely on the love God has for us.

God is love. Whoever lives in love lives in God, and God in them. 7 This is how love is made
complete among us so that we will have confidence on the day of judgment: In this world we are like
Jesus. "8 There is no fear in love. But perfect love drives out fear, because fear has to do with
punishment. The one who fears is not made perfect in love.

19 We love because he first loved us. 22 Whoever claims to love God yet hates a brother or sister is a
liar. For whoever does not love their brother and sister, whom they have seen, cannot love God, whom
they have not seen. 2! And he has given us this command: Anyone who loves God must also love their
brother and sister.”

Scripture Reflection Questions: Read this week’s scripture together and discuss the following:
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e  What does this passage tell us about the relationship between the Father, Son, and Holy Spirite

e  What does this passage tell us about love2 How is it similar to our culture's understanding of
love? How is it differente

e If we want to get better at loving others, how does this passage say we should go about it2

Sermon Reflection Questions: Reflecting on this week’s sermon, discuss the following:

e  What is one way that God has reminded you of his love for you recently?
e How do you want to love others sacrificially this week (school, work, home, neighborhood,
family, other)?

Closing Question and Application: Given what we've discussed together today, how might God
want you to apply these learnings to your life or in the life of your community this next week? Who
might you share this with?

Closing group prayer: Spend a few minutes together in your group sharing prayer requests and
then praying together for each other. Take the challenging parts of your conversation to Jesus. Thank
God for the time together, the conversation shared, the other people in the group, and for
encouragement in the week ahead.
