Opening Question: Looking back to last week’s discussion... How did you live
differently or practice what we talked about in your life this weeke What did
you do and how did it go?

Scripture:
1 Corinthians 13

If | speak in the tongues of men or of angels, but do not have love, | am only a resounding gong
or a clanging cymbal. 2If | have the gift of prophecy and can fathom all mysteries and all
knowledge, and if | have a faith that can move mountains, but do not have love, | am

nothing. 3 If | give all | possess to the poor and give over my body to hardship that | may

boast, but do not have love, | gain nothing.

Closing group prayer: Spend a few minutes together in your group sharing prayer requests
and then praying together for each other. Take the challenging parts of your conversation to
Jesus. Thank God for the time together, the conversation shared, the other people in the group,
and for encouragement in the week ahead.
