Student Ministries Summer Camp 2026 | Packing List

WHAT TO BRING:
· Twin Rocks Friends Camp is located on the Oregon Coast, which may feel colder than the forecasted temperature. Please keep this in mind while packing.
· Bedding (Sleeping bag/blanket, pillow and fitted sheet to cover mattress) pack an extra plastic bag for the return trip
· 2 Towels (for beach and shower), shower shoes
· Toiletries (toothbrush/paste/floss, deodorant, shampoo/conditioner, hairbrush)
· Clothes, including:
· Sweatshirt and/or Waterproof Jacket
· Shorts/Pants
· Socks, undergarments
· Pajamas - everyone is required to wear a shirt and shorts at minimum
· Layers-tank tops, t-shirts, long sleeves, sweatpants
· Athletic shoes
· Swimsuit (swimwear you feel comfortable playing games and being active in)
· Bag for wet items
· Sunglasses, sunscreen, bug repellant
· Flashlight
· Bible, notebook, and a writing utensil
· Water bottle
· Bring $30 for food on the way to and from camp. We will be stopping for lunch on the way down and back up. (Scholarship students may have their lunches covered if needed.)

MONEY AT CAMP:  There is a coffee shop at the camp where students can purchase coffee, Italian sodas and treats. If your student would like to purchase items at the shop, they can bring cash. (We are not responsible for any lost cash.)

PLEASE DO NOT BRING: Things of great value, i.e., video game systems, tablets, computers. The following are prohibited: alcohol, tobacco products, vapes of any kind, pornography, illegal substances, firearms, fireworks, etc. There is cell service at camp; however, we ask that students are mindful of appropriate use of their phone. If phones or other items are used inappropriately, a staff or volunteer may ask for the student’s phone for the remainder of the camp.
