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References should follow APA7 Referencing Style. For example, in-text citations should look like this Burton-Jones (2023). Regular citations should look like this (Vassilakopoulou et al., 2022). When quoting directly, for example, “ethical design outlines an emerging area of interest” (Islind & Willermark, 2022, p. 4) please include page number in your citation.
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All figures should be included within the main document, and they should be referenced within the text. For example, see Figure 1. If you are inserting images, make sure images are of high resolution (ideally 300 dpi). If you are pasting figures from software such as MS PowerPoint, make sure to paste them as PDF or Picture.
