The first Surah that was publicly recited by the Prophet صلى الله عليه وسلم in Makkah, Surah

Al-Najm is an extremely powerful Surah with short rhythmic verses that

touch the heart of the reciter. The Surah weaves together some of the most

important aspects of Islam; revelation, the coming of Jibrīl in certain

instances, falsifying the beliefs held about idols, stories of those who denied

the Prophets صلى الله عليه وسلم, the afterlife and the final result each human shall face. The

Prophet صلى الله عليه وسلم made Sujud at the end of the Surah after his recital and due to

the overwhelming nature of the Surah, the Muslims and the idolaters of

Makkah present all fell in Sujud.
