- then [there must be] the freeing of a slave before they touch one another. That is what you are
admonished thereby; and Allah is Acquainted with what you do.

is unable - then the feeding of sixty poor persons. That is for you to believe [completely] in
Allah and His Messenger; and those are the limits [set by] Allah. And for the disbelievers is a
