CHAIRMAN'’S REPORT

Dear Members,

As we reflect on the achievements of 2025, Nova UA Federal Credit
Union remains strong, resilient, and unwavering in its commitment to our
members and the Ukrainian-American community we proudly serve. With a
solid financial foundation, our credit union has continued to foster stability,
growth, and opportunity in an evolving economic environment. The
dedication of our members, employees, and leadership has allowed us to build
upon our legacy as a trusted financial partner.

Through the leadership of the Board of Directors and the management
team, Nova UA Federal Credit Union returned significant value to its
members through competitive rates and dividends. In 2025, the credit union
achieved net income of $542,262, reflecting continued sound financial
management and improved performance over the prior year.

Our loan portfolio remained strong at $101.4 million, demonstrating
stability despite ongoing challenges in the real estate and interest rate
environment. During the year, we originated 112 new loans totaling $13.7
million, helping members finance homes, businesses, and personal needs.
Although higher interest rates and limited housing inventory continued to
place pressure on borrowing activity, Nova UA Federal Credit Union
maintained competitive loan products and efficient loan processing to best
serve our members.

Total assets increased to $152.8 million, representing growth from
$147.3 million in 2024 and reinforcing the strength and stability of our
institution. Our capital ratio remained at a healthy 14%, confirming Nova UA
Federal Credit Union’s position as an extremely well-capitalized financial
institution prepared to meet future challenges and opportunities.

Our credit union continues to be dedicated to empowering members
to achieve their financial goals while supporting our broader community. In
2025, we proudly welcomed 147 new accounts, further expanding our
membership base. In support of our mission and values, Nova UA Federal
Credit Union distributed $141,269 in donations and promotional support to
churches, schools, youth organizations, universities, and other charitable
initiatives — an increase over the prior year and a reflection of our deep
commitment to community service.

The economic environment in 2025 continued to be shaped by
inflationary pressures, Federal Reserve policy decisions, and global
uncertainty. Interest rate policy remained a critical factor influencing both

savers and borrowers, and the Board carefully monitored these developments
throughout the year. Looking ahead, economic conditions and geopolitical
events will continue to influence financial markets. The Board of Directors
remains committed to responding prudently and proactively to protect the
interests of our members and the long-term strength of the credit union.

Nova UA Federal Credit Union remains deeply grounded in the
Ukrainian-American community. As Ukraine continues its heroic defense
against the unjustified and brutal attack by russia, our Credit Union has stood
at the forefront of local support efforts. We look forward to the day when a
justified peace is restored, and Ukraine can thrive as a sovereign and secure
nation. We are proud to facilitate community aid. Our commitment to the
community is not just financial; it is a shared bond of culture, history, and a
common hope for a free and sovereign Ukraine.

On behalf of the Board, I extend my sincere appreciation to our
dedicated staff for their professionalism and commitment to serving our
members with care and excellence. I also thank our management team for
their leadership and stewardship during another active and productive year.

I would further like to thank my fellow Board members and the Supervisory
Committee for their valuable service and dedication. Their continued
commitment of time, expertise, and effort is essential to the success of our
credit union.

As we move into 2026, we remain watchful of shifting federal
policies and their impact on local interest rates. We will continue to prioritize
technology modernization to enhance your digital banking experience while
maintaining the high-touch, personal service you expect.

We are grateful for the trust and confidence our members place in Nova UA
Federal Credit Union, and we remain committed to meeting your financial
needs with integrity and strength.
