Getting the best
out of your ceiling insulation can be quite the
science—especidlly if you have downlights—
so please contact us if you are unsure.

CEILING INSULATION

If you have no insulation your ceiling should be your first priority, as this is where the most heat is lost. Installing ceiling
insulation can save you up to $400 a year on home heating costs, particularly in the colder regions of New Zealand. Blanket
insulation (roll form) or segment (pre-cut pads) are both designed to insulate ceilings, however GreenStuf installed as a blanket
covering the ceiling joists is the best option for existing homes. This will reduce heat loss through timber.
