1. Sub-base & set out

We recommend a firm concrete race. Ensure
the surface is clean, even, and well-drained
before assembly. If placing directly on soil,
use a geotextile membrane beneath the
planter to reduce weed growth.

2. Assembling the planter
walls

Apply Gasket Tape to ends then join the
panels together using the supplied corner
bolts, washers and nuts. Lightly tighten the
fixings first to allow for small adjustments to
alignment

Tip: Use a rubber mallet to gently tap corners
into alignment if necessary.

3. Level & secure

Once the trapezium shape is complete, check for
level on all sides using a spirit level. Adjust the base
surface if required. When satisfied with the
alignment, fully tighten all fixings to ensure a rigid
structure.

If installing on a solid surface, mark and drill fixing
holes through the base flanges and secure using
concrete anchors.

4. Drainage preparation

Before filling, add a layer of drainage material such
as gravel or lightweight expanded clay aggregate to
the base of the planter. Ensure any drainage holes
remain unobstructed.

If using a liner or membrane, fit it neatly inside the
planter to protect the internal steel surfaces and
retain soil.

5. Filling & planting

Fill the planter with suitable soil or planting
medium, leaving at least 25-50 mm from the top
edge. Lightly compact the soil and water to help it
settle. Add plants according to the desired design,
ensuring correct planting depths and spacing.

Protective Equipment

When assembling the planter, wear suitable PPE including gloves, safety boots, and eye protection. If
cutting or grinding is necessary, use a face shield and hearing protection. Handle steel components
carefully to prevent cuts or abrasions.

Stability

The folded steel construction and bolted corner joints provide excellent rigidity and long-term
performance. Powder-coated or galvanized finishes resist corrosion, while optional Corten steel
develops a protective patina over time. Ensure planters are positioned on a level, well-drained surface
for optimal stability.

First Aid
The Health and Safety Regulations 1981 require all construction sites to have the following:
A first aid box with enough equipment to cope with the number of workers on site.

An Appointed Person to take charge of first-aid arrangements. The Appointed Person looks after first
aid equipment and facilities and calls the emergency services when required. Appointed Persons do
not need first aid training.

A First Aider who has undertaken training and holds an HSE approved qualification to administer first-
aid. This means that they must hold a valid certificate of competence in either:

- First aid at work (FAW) issued by a training organisation approved by HSE
- Emergency first aid at work (EFAW) issued by a training organisation approved by HSE

- Arecognised Awarding body of Ofqual/Scottish Qualifications Authority.
The number of first aiders will depend on the site.
Information should be clearly displayed on site telling workers the name of the Appointed
Person(s) or First Aider(s) and where to find them.

Environmental Issues

The planter is manufactured from 100% recyclable steel. Its modular design promotes reusability and
reduces waste. Choose soil and planting media responsibly and recycle packaging after installation.
