The 
playful, eye-catching style is highly shareable and establishes a strong 
foundation for future branding and social media assets.

I created a magazine spread that visually communicates how environmental 
disruption forces people to move. Through a symbolic collage style, the piece 
captures both the emotional and global impact of climate-driven migration, 
setting a strong and thought-provoking tone for the opening spread.

Simple Recipes is an interactive touchpad website designed to make home 
cooking approachable and visually engaging. The project blends warm, rustic 
photography with a clean digital interface to create a sensory experience that 
celebrates food, color, and simplicity.

Portrait Photography
Photography has been a passion of mine for many years. While it’s 
fundamentally about capturing light to create an image, it also allows us to 
shape and control that light to achieve specific effects. In this personal 
project, a light diffuser was positioned behind a sheer curtain, producing a 
soft, beautifully filtered glow.

From a redesigned core logo, I developed a graphic language that brings the 
new identity to life. The focus was on building a dynamic visual system , one 
that could move, shift, and play across different formats while staying consi- 
stent and recognizable. Color, typography, and playful shapes were used to 
capture the joyful and diverse nature of pet shop, ensuring the brand could 
adapt easily for both digital and physical touchpoints.

Sip Society Drinks Co. sought a new identity and packaging design for their 
global non-alcoholic cocktail range. The aim was to create a look that would 
disrupt the market and command shelf appeal, while maintaining a simple 
monochrome wordmark that could be understood across cultures and 
adaptable to future product extensions.

The ATU Letterkenny Green Pantry is a student and staff-led sustainability 
initiative that reduces food waste by redistributing surplus food from local 
supermarkets. The campaign needed to raise awareness, encourage students 
to avail of the service, and inspire participation in its community-focused, 
circular food economy model.

The wayfinding system is designed to feel unique, quirky, and friendly while 
staying clear and practical. A character adds personality and playful guidance, 
for people that prefer digitalt navigation. High-contrast, earthy colours improve 
visibility and fit naturally into the town, with different tones marking the centre 
and outer areas. Rounded icons keep the system warm and approachable. The 
graphics can be easily added to walls or existing poles, and the signs are 
produced using recycled plastic.

Environmental Graphic 
& Wayfinding Design

Another passion of mine is developing my skills in painting. This series of acrylic works 
is inspired by photographs of my son, Noah, capturing the spirit of childhood through 
playful, expressive brushstrokes and bold, vibrant colours. Drawing influence from 
Klimt, Van Gogh, and Hundertwasser, I incorporate texture, impasto, and gold accents 
to create depth, movement, and shifting light. A yellow-ochre underpainting brings 
warmth to the compositions and allows the colours to emerge with striking intensity.
