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HOW WE PERFORMED 

The functions of the Samoa Police Service (SPS) is set out in the Police Service Act 2009 predominantly 
to work with the community to reduce crimes.   

The performance indicators presented in this section are drawn from our monitoring and evaluation 
summaries which highlights all areas of SPS’ performance plans and reports.   
 
1. PROFESSIONAL STANDARD UNIT (PSU) 

Professional Standard Unit investigates all complaints against members of SPS. It works collaboratively 
with the Office of the Ombudsman and the Office of the Attorney General on issues of police discipline 
and general ethical behavior of all SPS staff.

2. LEGAL ADVISOR 

The Legal Advisor is responsible to the Commissioner of Police and the Executive and provides advice 
on the legal implications affecting the Ministry in the execution of its statutory functions. The Legal 
Advisor position has been vacant since October 2016 and the Ministry has been fortunate to receive the 
direct assistance of the Office of the Attorney General’s since then. 

 
3. INTERNAL AUDITOR 

The Internal Auditor (IA) is responsible to the Commissioner of Police and provides advice on the 
appropriate utilization of resources and guidelines as per Government requirements. The Auditor is also 
responsible for mandatory spot checks to ensure that all members adhere to internal policies and comply 
with internal controls.

They work in 
collaboration with stakeholder partners such as village councils, church leaders and non-government 
organizations to prevent crime and protect vulnerable members of the community. Furthermore, police 
outposts promote police visibility around Upolu and Savaii.

Members of the SPS participated in these special operations providing security and safety function. 
   
1.  Fiji vs Manu Samoa 15 July 2017 (The Rugby World Cup 2019 - Webb Ellis Cup arrives in 

Samoa for the RWC 2019 qualifier) 

Samoa Rugby Union again hosted the Flying Fijians here at Apia Park and the test match was treated 
as a World Cup Qualifier. 

2. Faleolo Airport Emergency Drill 20 July 2017 - involving our Apia Headquarters with Outposts 
on west side of Upolu 

This annual drill organized by the Samoa Airport Authority included multiple agencies responding to 
an air plane disaster at the Airport. This operation was led by Commissioner Keil with members from 
Headquarters as well as Afega Outpost and Faleolo Outpost who were the initial responders. 

3.  Tuimalealiifano Vaaletoa Sualauvi II took the oath of Head of State on Friday 21
st
 July 2017 

This ceremony was conducted at the make shift Parliament House at Tuanaimato to formally 
inaugurate the title of Head of State to Tamaaiga His Highness Tuimalealiifano Sualauvi II and this 
event was attended by Government officials, Constituents of Falelatai, family and relatives. A large 
Police presence was deployed for this event. 

4.  Fagalii Airport Emergency Drill 26 July 2017 - involving our Headquarters and supporting 
agencies 

Fagalii Airport invited us to their annual emergency drill where we also took the lead as per provision 
of the Disaster Management Act 2009. Multiple Units from the Apia Headquarters responded to this 
exercise i.e. TOS, Traffic, GP, CID, Forensics, Finance and Assets. 

5.  Pacific Islands Forum Leaders Meeting 1 - 10 September 2017 

This operation involved 18 leaders of the Pacific Islands Forum and Observing countries gathered in 
Apia for the 37

th
 Annual Forum. Police provided security for the whole duration of the meeting from 

the Airport upon arrival to the accommodation venues at Taumeasina and hotels around Apia, as well 
as events during this period. 

6. Teuila Festival Celebration on 3 - 9 September 2017 

The usual Teuila Festival required police to provide crowd control duties and security of the 
community. 

7.  Festive Season Operation on 22 December 2017 - 3 January 2018 

This annual operation was two weeks long to cater for all of Samoa during the festivities and all 
Police personnel responded to this operation. 

8.  Cyclone Gita Operation on 10 - 16 February 2018 

This was a four day operation to assist with the evacuation of residents in low lying areas prone to 
flooding and rising sea levels. All Police personnel were called back for duty.

The road blocks disrupted the flow of traffic and threatened the safety of 
members of the public. Due to the heightened situation a number of officers were pulled out of 
normal work to respond and later investigate this incident. 

 
11. Hon Tuiloma Pule Lameko Gaee State Funeral - 13 April 2018 

The Government hosted the State Funeral for the Council of Deputies’ member, Hon. Tuiloma Pule 
Lameko at Tuanaimato. Police provided usual State Funeral formalities. 

12. ANZAC Day Operation on 25 April 2018 

Police contingent attended a 2 hour operation to commemorate the fallen soldiers of World War I and 
World War II. 

13. PASOLS Operation 12 – 19 May 2018 

SPS on behalf of the Government hosted 35 member countries for the Pacific Area Senior Officers 
Logistics Seminar at Taumeasina Island Resort. 

14. Salelologa/Salelavalu Market Incident - 28 May 2018 

A large number of personnel from Upolu were also deployed to Savaii to respond to the incident 
between youths from the village of Salelologa and Salelavalu. Lives were at risk and public properties 
were destroyed. Due to the heightened situation, an increased number of officers were deployed for a 
week to Savaii.  

15. Independence Day Celebration - 1 June 2018 

Samoa celebrated its 55
th
 Independence Day. Police provided safety and security services for 

Government dignitaries, crowd control and traffic control. 

16. Manu Samoa vs Germany - 30 June 2018 

The Samoa Rugby Union hosted the German Rugby team for the first time for a qualifier match for 
the World Cup 2019. A total of 200 Police officers were deployed for VIPs, Crowd Control and 
Traffic.

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STATUS OF CRIMES IN SAMOA FY 2017-2018 
The following graphs validate the amount of reported incidents during this financial year. These were 
collected through four monitoring and evaluation quarters as well as weekly reports provided by the 
Police Statistics Team. 

A change in recorded crimes may reflect changes in the tendency of the public to report to Police, as well 
as improved capturing, analysis and reporting of statistics from the various Samoa Police Service units.

The above graph illustrates the summary of ALL Incidents Reported categorized under Criminal and 
Traffic Offences. It also showcases Police Assistance offered.  

Criminal Offences’ rate has decreased from FY-16/17 to FY-17/18 by 49%. This is a massive change 
compared to the previous reporting year’s increase. This decline reflects the effectiveness and efficiency 
of ongoing awareness programs and variety of activities that Samoa Police is implementing on a non-stop 
day to day basis. 

Traffic Offences’ rate has also reduced from FY-16/17 to FY-17/18 by 38%. Again this is an 
improvement from the rising rate from the last financial year. SPS has gone through enforcing and 
executing the use of certain techniques and equipment to capture and address these issues to the public for 
awareness. And the result mirrors the usefulness of these ongoing activities.  

Police Assistance’ rate is increasing as of FY15/16. As of FY-16/17 to FY-17/18, it has increased by 1%. 
The consistency in immediate Police attention accessible by the public is decreasing due to the condensed 
offences reported. SPS is endeavouring not only attending to offences but to alert publically and visibly 
for Samoa’s awareness at ALL times according to the Ministry’s mandates.

And also the awareness programs 
are coming to impact public’s fearful mindset to become fearless in reporting these crimes.

This Graph basically summarizes sorts of crimes against person(s). Assault and Causing Injury categories 
show growth from FY-16/17 – 17/18 compared to FY-15/16 to FY-16/17 with a noticeable decrease. The 
increase of these two different crimes is caused by lots of incidents reported in to Police by stakeholders 
and referral from partners. Unlike Causing Serious Injury and Murder/Manslaughter Crimes’ rates have 
slightly dropped as there were not many cases reported in for investigation.

FINANCIAL YEAR 17-18 
 
For Financial Year (FY) 2017/2018, our Ministry’s approved estimate was $24,263,227, a substantial 
increase of $938,889 from (FY) 2016/2017. 
 
The above total comprised of $22,222,893 for Outputs provided by the Ministry (increased by $859,509 
from FY2016/2017); and $2,040,334 for Transactions on Behalf of the State (increase by $79,377 from 
FY2016/2017). 
 
Forecasted cost recoveries were projected to be $353,160. 
 
Variations to the FY2017/2018 approved estimates compared to FY2016/2017 were mainly a result of the 
following:

 Increase of $1,328,451 in personnel budget from FY2016/2017 
 Increase of $79,377 in Transaction on behalf of States budget from FY2016/2017 
 Increase of $15,000 for Hiring of Vehicles for Special Operations 
 Increase of $23,800 for Police Outpost Leases 
 Inclusion of $91,390 for hosting the PASOLS (Pacific Area Senior Official Logistics Seminar) 

 
Reductions: 

 Removal of appropriation for Minister’s Portfolio $235,239 
 Reduction of Overall Operating Budget by $428,141 

 
There was no supplementary budget for the Ministry throughout this financial year. 
 
A total of $382,186 funded from Unforeseen Budget for Commission of Enquiry conducted for former 
Assistant Commissioner of Crimes. 
 
BUDGET ANALYSIS 
 
1.1 At the Ministry level 

Our Ministry’s budget highlighted above with our spending rate recorded at 88%, our remaining 
funds was equivalent to $2,976,579 in monetary terms. This was an accumulation of $2,130,937 from 
Outputs delivered by the Ministry and $845,642 from Transaction on behalf of the State. 
 
In light of the above, the overall utilization rate for Transactions delivered by the Ministry stood at 
90% and Transaction on Behalf of States at 59%. 
 
For budget categories, overall utilization rates were noted at 99% for Capital, Operating at 94% and 
Personnel budgets were underutilized at 89% and reasons for such rates is explained further in the 
report. 

 
1.2 At Output Level 

At year end, all divisions were able to confine their spending within their approved appropriations.

1.2.1 Faʻatupeina o tagata faigaluega

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1.2.1  Personnel Spending 
The remaining personnel funds of $1,836,820 from all divisions were estimated monies put aside 
for vacant positions planned to be filled before the end of the financial year. However, due to 
unforeseen factors hindering the recruitment process, these positions could not be filled before the 
end of the financial year. 

 
Apart from the remaining funds that still remain unused in this category, identified savings of 
$752,264 were able to offset the high on call allowances and other unbudgeted benefits and 
allowances paid within the financial period while other savings of $1,848,307 were vired to the 
operating budget for other prioritized activities as well as Capital Budget in funding capital requests 
from respective divisions. 

 
Overall, the ministry personnel underspend is due to left over funds from ceased salaries and 
allowances of suspended, resigned or terminated employees. We also saved personnel funds from 
staff put on leave without pay due to unauthorized absences, as well as from staff deployed on 
overseas peacekeeping missions whose shift allowances were ceased. This year we had 87 staff 
vacancies. While we tried our best to utilize virements to transfer personnel savings for use in 
purchasing needed office equipments, not all our virements were approved by Treasury, or although 
submitted early to Treasury were approved very late towards the end of financial year which means 
we could not use the funds within the allocated financial year. The ministry also prepared Cabinet 
submissions during this financial year to approve our revised organizational structure, revised 
salary scale and revised conditions of service and entitlements for staff, as well as a proposal for 
staff promotions. These would have resulted in increments to staff salaries and allowances. We had 
hoped these would be submitted early in the financial year and approved in time to utilize a 
substantial part of the personnel savings. Unfortunately due to unforeseen factors, they were not 
achieved within the financial year under report. 

 
1.2.2  Operating Spending 

The operational budget was underspent by $281,421 at year end, due to the late approval by 
Treasury of our virements that were submitted to cater for our Ministry’s requests towards the end 
of the Financial Year. 

 
1.2.3  Capital Spending 

A total of $889,799 was vired from the Personnel Budget Category to cater for the various office 
equipments and furniture that needed replacement, and the construction of new carport area for 
Ministry vehicles. One major expenditure for this category were the new vehicles (6 Pick-up Ford 
Rangers and 1 Dyna Truck) approved by Cabinet. The other fortunate divisions were able to obtain 
printers, photocopiers, laptops, flat screen TV, computers and more. 

 
1.3  Transaction on Behalf of States 

Overall utilisation for Transaction on behalf of states is lowly recorded at 59% which led to unutilised 
funds of $845,642. Remaining funds included the returning of allocated budget for leases which were 
no longer used by the Ministry, namely Government Building ($44,550) and Dog Shelter at Vaitele 
($69,000). 

 
a) Overseas Peace Keeping Mission 

$155,961 was expended in preparation of peacekeeping missions for 7 officers deployed to Darfur 
and 14 officers to South Sudan.

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In strengthening the Ministry’s outreach services and response in the rural areas, $50,433, which is 
97% of the approved budget, was paid for renewed land leases for Outposts such as Lotofaga, 
Lalomanu and Vaitoomuli. 
 

c) Police Outposts 
Ongoing maintenance and renovations work was done for Ministry outposts in rural areas in both 
Upolu and Savaii with a total expenditure of $112,854. 
 

d) Hiring of Vehicles 
$27,437 was expended for hiring of vehicles needed for special operations and special raids 
conducted within the financial year. 
 

e) Uniform 
The 12% of the allocated funds which is equivalent to $79,310 was utilised over 12 months. Low 
utilisation is a result of the delay in the tender process of the new issue for FY2017/2018. The 
ministry began preparation for the uniform tender from September. However the lengthy process of 
tender documents approval with the Office of the Attorney General, including a new template being 
introduced late in the process contributed to the delay. Fortunately with Treasury’s agreement 
remaining funds for uniforms in FY2017/2018 were transferred into a Special Purpose account to be 
utilized to pay for the new supply of uniform already in motion for delivery in FY 2018/2019. Thus 
the ministry did not lose the remaining funds as these were rolled over from FY2017/2018 to 
FY2018/2019 to pay for uniforms in addition to the new FY 2018/2019 uniform budget allocation. 
 

f) Pacific Area Senior Officers Logistics Seminar 
$81,146 was expended for hosting the Pacific Area Senior Officers Logistics Seminar which was 
held in May 2018 at Taumeasina Resort. There were 43 delegates from the Pacific Islands. 

 
1.4 Revenue/Cost Recoveries 

Our overall target for the financial year was projected at $353,160 and at year end, an excess of 
$74,368 was noted resulting in an overall collection of $427,528. 

 
On an annual basis, all outputs with the exception of the General Policing Upolu and Specialist Response 
Services did not achieve their targets due to the removal of revenue collected from gambling, and low 
demand of services provided by the above mentioned units. 

 
On the other hand, the achievers for this category are noted for their high collections from the listed 
activities: 
 
 General Policing - Savaii: achieved its target by $35,310 due to high collections from police 

clearance and arms registration. 
 Records Unit:  projected target was over achieved by $173,248. High collection was mainly 

from Police Clearance reports. 
 General Policing - Upolu: achieved only 70% of its targeted revenue. Collection was mainly 

from Insurance reports for lost and damaged properties and injuries. 
 Specialist Response Services: did not achieve its target, and collected only 31% of expected 

revenue. Revenue was earned from Arms registration, Dealers Permits, Hiring of Band Unit 
and Dog registration.
