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Foreword



The 2024 Florida Water and Wastewater Rate Survey (2024 
Survey) is developed to provide insight into water and 
wastewater pricing practices currently utilized by publicly 
owned utilities in the State of Florida. This survey was 
first conducted in 2012 and was limited to only residential 
potable water rates. Starting with the 2014 Florida Water 
and Wastewater Rate Survey, both residential water and 
wastewater rates are included.  

The goal of this survey is focused on typical residential 
potable water/wastewater bills and rate structures for over 
220 Florida public utilities. The respondents include small 
utilities serving a population less than 5,000 to the largest 
utilities in Florida which service populations of more than 1 
million. The survey results included in the table at the end 
of this document are sorted alphabetically by county and 
thereafter listed by the city or utility name.    

The rates shown are exclusive of utility taxes or outside-
city surcharges where they may be applicable.  Following 
this introduction is a discussion of key reasons why water 
rates may differ among utilities together with a narrative 
summarizing the survey results. Also included are statistics 
such as the gallons included in the first usage block, revenue 
recovery from fixed charges, minimum water bill levels, 
and other information. The survey table at the end of this 
document includes information related to water management 
districts, residential monthly minimum water and sewer 
bill amounts, and bill amounts for usage at 4,000 and 
8,000 gallons.

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Factors 
Affecting Rate 
Differentiation 
The 2024 Survey is focused on publicly owned utilities. Often utility infrastructure is a community’s 
most valuable asset. The rates established by each community for utility service are essential for 
operations, maintenance, and renewal of the utility infrastructure investment. At the time of this 
publication, utilities have been reporting elevated costs due to inflation in the cost of operations 
and capital project costs. Additionally, customer growth, renewal and replacement, together with 
regulations have compounded the cost pressures faced by utilities in Florida.
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SOURCE OF SUPPLY AND  
WATER QUALITY 
The source of a large portion of potable water 
supply in Florida is from underground aquifer 
systems. Surface water and brackish groundwater 
are becoming more common sources as populations 
have increased and groundwater sources are not as 
plentiful. The quality of water and level of treatment 
necessary to meet regulatory requirements and 
maintain public acceptance varies greatly throughout 
the state due to the various sources. For example, 
communities located inland often require lower levels 
of treatment compared to those along the coast 
with more brackish water. Additionally, regulations 
such as those aimed at eliminating perfluorooctanoic 
acid (PFAS) and perfluorooctane sulfonic acid 
(PFOS)  will affect utilities differently depending on 
the degree of exposure. Other communities may 
have regulatory limits on the amount of high-quality 
water available through their consumption use 
permits. Many communities are required to identify 
and plan for alternative water supplies, with these 
alternatives being much more expensive to treat 
than existing sources of supply. As a result there is 
growing interest by some communities to explore 
the potential of indirect potable reuse injection to 
expand the production capacity of groundwater 
supply at a lower cost to some alternatives. Finally, 
depending on the location of the source of supply, an 
expensive transmission system may be required to 
deliver potable water to the customer service area.

EFFLUENT DISPOSAL
While the source of water is a potentially large 
differentiator in potable water costs, the disposal of 
treated effluent is one of the most significant drivers 
of wastewater costs. Some of the least expensive 
effluent disposal methods include land applications 
with minimal pollutant removal. Many communities 
have limited land available for effluent disposal and 
rely on nearby surface waters to discharge treated 
wastewater. Enforcement of regulations and recent 
legislation is either restricting or eliminating surface 
water discharging in many communities. Alternatives 
include capital-intensive discharge solutions such 
as deep injection wells. Additionally, more and more 
systems are upgrading to advanced wastewater 
treatment (AWT) to meet the increasing regulations 
on effluent quality that is resulting  
in increased cost pressures.

RESILIENCY
Over the last several years Florida has experienced 
a number of significant weather events including, 
4 major (+3 Cat) hurricanes. These events have 
had a significant effect on communities, especially 
those in coastal areas, where flooding from both 
rain and storm surge have resulted in significant 
property damage and loss of customer base in 
some instances. Untreated effluent discharges due 
to overwhelmed wastewater facilities has gained 
increasing media attention. As a result, utility capital 
plans have prioritized improvements to treatment 
processes, increased facility capacities, and / 
or included facility hardening such as elevating 
electrical panels and equipment.

INFRASTRUCTURE REPLACEMENT
Over the past two years, Florida has faced significant 
challenges in maintaining and upgrading its water 
and wastewater utility infrastructure. Aging systems, 
population growth, and climate change have 
strained existing facilities. With rising demand, many 
utilities have been forced to invest in expanding 
capacity, upgrading treatment plants, and replacing 
deteriorating pipelines. As previously noted, the 
increasing frequency of extreme weather events, 
including hurricanes and flooding, has emphasized 
the need for resilient infrastructure. These factors 
have driven the need for large-scale investments, 
often requiring a mix of public funding, bonds, and 
rate increases to ensure reliable water supply and 
proper wastewater management.

The cost of maintaining and upgrading Florida’s 
water and wastewater systems has been substantial. 
In 2024 and 2023, various utility reports indicated 
billions in projected costs for system improvements, 
with many local governments and utilities facing 
financial pressure. For example, the Florida 
Department of Environmental Protection (FDEP) 
identified over $21 billion in needs for wastewater 
infrastructure alone. Funding has come from federal 
sources, such as the Bipartisan Infrastructure Law 
(BIL), as well as state and local initiatives. However, 
with rising construction costs, labor shortages, and 
stricter environmental regulations, these projects 
have become more expensive, leading to higher 
water bills for residents and businesses.

CONNECTION DENSITY 
A key factor influencing both the capital and 
operating costs of utilities is the number of 
connections within their service area. Utilities 
serving densely populated, compact cities benefit 
from certain economies of scale, such as shorter 
piping networks and reduced travel time for system 
maintenance and customer service. This connection 
density plays a significant role in cost efficiency 
and should be considered when comparing 
rates, particularly between combined county and 
city systems.

 
Factors Affecting 
Rate Differentiation
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REGULATORY STRINGENCY 
Water utilities must provide drinking water that is 
safe for its customers and meet reporting and testing 
requirements. Regulatory requirements such as the 
Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) Disinfection 
By-Products Rule (DBPR) affect various communities 
differently based on the source of its water supply, 
age of the distribution system, and other factors. 
Meeting DBPR and other regulatory requirements 
can require both capital and operating investments 
that lead to higher user rates.

DECREASING PER  
CAPITA CONSUMPTION 
Many utilities are facing declining per capita 
potable water consumption due to multiple factors. 
Decreasing water and wastewater use per capita in 
Florida is creating challenges for utilities, despite the 
environmental benefits of conservation efforts. As 
individuals and businesses use less water through 
more efficient appliances and practices, utilities are 
seeing reduced revenue, even though the costs of 
maintaining, upgrading, and expanding infrastructure 
remain high. Fixed costs, such as maintaining aging 
pipelines, treatment plants, and meeting regulatory 
standards, do not decrease in proportion to lower 
usage. This can force utilities to raise rates to cover 
these expenses, which may appear counterintuitive 
to consumers who are using less water. Additionally, 
lower wastewater flows can create operational issues 
in treatment systems designed for higher volumes, 
leading to inefficiencies and potentially increased 
costs for utilities to manage the reduced flow. 
Overall, while conservation is crucial for long-term 
sustainability, it presents financial and operational 
hurdles for utilities.

WATER RESTRICTIONS 
In past years, Florida's water management districts 
have frequently declared water shortages and 
implemented various levels of watering restrictions. 
These restrictions often limit the days and hours for 
irrigation and are accompanied by calls to reduce 
consumption by a specific percentage. Since most 
utility costs are fixed and do not fluctuate with 
changes in demand, lower water sales resulting 
from these shortages can create financial pressure 
on utilities. To cover these fixed costs, utilities are 
often forced to increase rates, even as consumption 
decreases, in order to maintain the infrastructure 
and services required to meet regulatory and 
operational needs.

EFFICIENCIES 
Potable water rates are also influenced by a 
community's ability to leverage technology and 
efficient management practices to deliver high-
quality service at the lowest possible cost. Many 
communities report achieving more with fewer 
resources through innovations like automated meter 
reading (AMR) systems, which reduce operational 

expenses and improve meter reading accuracy. The 
adoption of supervisory control and data acquisition 
(SCADA) technology has enhanced system 
monitoring while cutting operating costs. Additional 
efficiencies that can impact rates include reducing 
unbilled water losses and exploring wholesale 
agreements to sell excess capacity, all of which 
contribute to cost savings and rate stability.

BUDGET AND TRANSFER POLICIES 
The full accounting of indirect costs within a potable 
water utility can vary significantly across different 
communities. In city and county utilities, numerous 
supporting departments may or may not be fully 
accounted for during the budgeting process. Even 
when these costs are recognized, they may be 
inaccurately reflected, with some communities 
understating or overstating them due to budget 
pressures. Additionally, many communities include 
payments in lieu of taxes (PILOT), payments in lieu 
of franchise fees (PILOFF), or direct transfers to the 
general fund. The amounts and methods used for 
these transfers vary widely, directly impacting utility 
rates and potentially leading to disparities in pricing 
among different communities.

ACQUISITIONS AND CONTRIBUTIONS 
Many Florida utilities were originally built to minimal 
standards by land developers, primarily to facilitate 
land sales. Over time, local governments acquired 
many of these utilities, often at prices that factored 
in contributions made by existing customers. The 
Florida Supreme Court upheld the inclusion of these 
customer contributions in the acquisition costs as 
appropriate. In addition to the acquisition costs, 
local governments often had to invest in significant 
upgrades to bring these systems up to municipal 
standards. Both the acquisition expenses and the 
subsequent upgrades are key factors that contribute 
to current utility rate levels.

POLITICAL ACTION 
The local political climate plays a significant role 
in shaping utility rates. Policymakers often aim 
to keep rates as low as possible, or at least avoid 
increases, while maintaining quality service. 
However, communities that prioritize service 
redundancy or enhanced water supply protection 
may be more willing to accept slightly higher 
rates if needed. Achieving this balance typically 
requires careful planning and periodic, modest 
rate adjustments. In many surveyed communities, 
rates are adjusted annually based on an inflation 
index or a predetermined percentage, but strong 
resistance to rate increases is common until utility 
systems begin to fail or regulatory mandates require 
costly upgrades. Ultimately, local political pressures 
influence utility rates, whether directly through 
policy decisions or indirectly through delayed 
rate adjustments.
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A benchmark of 4,000 gallons per month is used 
as a representation of indoor usage levels. This 
amount equates to an average demand of 131 
gallons per day. A secondary benchmark of 8,000 
gallons, or 262 gallons per day, has also been 
used in order to provide additional information 
for higher levels of service. Most utilities measure 
metered water use in terms of gallon increments. 
Approximately 3.0% of surveyed utilities report 
metered water use in terms of hundreds of cubic 
feet (ccf) rather than thousands of gallons. For 
these utilities, the usage rate data was calculated 
based on 5.35 ccf and 10.70 ccf of monthly usage 
which corresponds to 4,000 gallons and 8,000 
gallons per month based on 748 gallons per ccf. 
Keeping in mind the narrative included earlier 
in this survey regarding the various reasons 
why water and wastewater rates vary among 
communities, the distribution of monthly bills at 
4,000 gallons from lowest to highest is shown in 
Figure A.

As shown in Figure A, the average combined 
monthly water and wastewater bill for 4,000 
gallons is $74.80 excluding utility taxes. There 
is a wide distribution of residential water and 
wastewater bills at the 4,000-gallon usage level. 
As noted earlier, there are numerous reasons why 
utility rates are different among service providers. 
The average combined bill for these same utilities is 
$117.26 for 8,000 gallons, as illustrated in Figure B.

In the survey, we compare the average monthly 
water and wastewater bill for 4,000 gallons 
and 8,000 gallons between 2014, 2016, 2018, 
2020, 2022 and 2024. The comparisons include 
only the 144 utilities that participated in all five 
surveys. As shown in Figure C, the average 
monthly water bill for 4,000 and 8,000 gallons 
increased annually from 2014 to 2024 by 2.9% 
and 3.1%, respectively. The average monthly 
wastewater bill for 4,000 gallons increased 
by 2.9% annually, and the 8,000-gallon bill 
increased by 2.6% annually from 2014.

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A table of the detailed survey results is provided at the end 
of this narrative. All utilities surveyed have a combination 
of a fixed monthly charge and a separate variable charge 
based on the amount of metered water use as their primary 
revenue generation mechanism. Most water management 
district consumption use permits require utilities to have a 
conservation rate structure (multiple variable rate blocks 
that are “inverted” or increase at higher usage amounts) to 
reduce water consumption. There are 13 surveyed utilities 
(6% of respondents) that use a uniform rate structure. The 
inverted rate structure typically produces a costlier bill at 
higher usage than a uniform rate structure. 

Certain other characteristics of surveyed 

utilities include the following:

•	 Monthly minimum water bill

•	 Monthly minimum wastewater bill

•	 Monthly minimum combined bill

•	 First water usage rate block

•	 Fixed portion of bills

•	 Wastewater residential billing cap

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Monthly Minimum Bills
The average combined monthly minimum water and wastewater bill (i.e. 
the lowest possible residential bill) for surveyed utilities that provide 
both water and wastewater services is $40.06. The distribution of the 
minimum bills is shown in Figures J, K and L.

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First Water Usage 
Rate Block 
Many utilities have multiple usage blocks (tiered 
blocks) for charging water rates to residential 
customers. The amount of water within the first 
block is usually related to indoor usage or a local 
affordability threshold. Figure M illustrates the 
distribution of utilities by the gallons included in 
the first usage block. The utilities that do not have 
tiered water rates are indicated as “uniform.”

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The water and wastewater bill does not equal the combined bill since some surveyed 
utilities that provide only one service are not included in the combined bill average. 
The water, wastewater, and combined bill includes data from 215 utilities, 215 utilities, 
and 204 utilities, respectively. 

Fixed Portion of 
Water, Wastewater, 
and Combined Bills
Fixed cost recovery is an important 
indicator of financial stability, 
especially considering recent trends 
in declining water use. Figure N 
provides the amount of cost recovery 
for water, wastewater, and combined 
bills at 4,000 and 8,000 gallons. It 
is important to note that the greater 
amount of costs recovered from 
the fixed monthly charge and initial 
usage block, the greater the revenue 
stability. While fixed costs of a typical 
utility are 80% to 90% of total costs, 
the survey results show that the fixed 
charge comprises approximately 54% 
of the average combined 4,000-gallon 
bills and comprises 34% within the 
combined 8,000-gallon bills. Wastewater Residential  

Billing Cap
Since volumetric wastewater usage is billed based on the 
customer’s water metering readings, many wastewater 
utilities recognize that there is a practical limit of how much 
water is returned through the wastewater system. Utilities 
often provide a billing threshold or billing cap for residential 
wastewater usage charges to account for limited returns to 
the wastewater system. Figure O provides the distribution of 
various billing caps among the surveyed wastewater utilities.
