To promote school spirit and class identity, each grade level has a designated uniform
color:

6th Grade Navy Blue Tops
7th Grade Black Tops
8th Grade Tan or Gray Tops

Daily Dress Expectations: Students should wear the following each school day unless otherwise announced
(such as on special dress-down or spirit days). Clothing should be clean, in good repair, and free from rips,
holes, or inappropriate graphics or wording. Hats, hoods, and head coverings are not permitted indoors, except
for religious or medical reasons.

Tops: Solid-colored shirts, polos, or blouses in the assigned grade color. Shirts should have sleeves and cover
the midsection. School logos are welcome.

Bottoms: Khaki, black, or navy pants, skirts, shorts, or skorts (length at or below fingertips). Denim jeans are
permitted, but may not be distressed. Sweatpants are allowed on Friday Fundays and on special occasions.

Shoees: Closed-toe shoes or sneakers only. No flip-flops, slides, slippers or Croc-style shoes will be acceptable.

We ask for your support in ensuring your child arrives at school dressed according to these guidelines
each day. Consistency helps maintain a positive, respectful, and distraction-free learning environment. If you
have questions or need assistance obtaining clothing in the appropriate color, please contact our Parent
Coordinator Ms. Natalie (nrodriguez38(@schools.nyc.gov), or our Community School Direcor Mr. Omar
Kellman (okellman@newyorkedge.org).
