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on TWO constitutional amendments

The first of these amendments would block local governments from setting their
own property taxes based on the needs of their communities.

The second one would cap the North Carolina income tax at 3.5%.

When working people are already struggling, it sounds good to limit taxes “for all.”
But the biggest property taxpayers in many counties are massive corporations like Duke
Energy, corporate real estate developers, and out of state mega corporations. Limiting
personal income taxes ensures that millionaires and billionaires never pay what
they truly owe in taxes. We will end up paying more for services whose costs should be
shared: public schools, community centers, emergency services, health care
programs, SNAP and WIC, and more.

These amendments would devastate public schools, public services, and working
families for generations by making tax giveaways to wealthy individuals and corporate
property owners permanent. We are endorsing a “NO” vote on both amendments.
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Anita Earls serves as an Associate Justice of the
North Carolina Supreme Court. Assuming office in
2019, she is currently the court’s Senior Associate
Justice. She is the only Black woman and one of
two Democrats serving on the state's highest

bench.

Justice Earls is a principled and fierce defender
of the rights and freedoms that North Carolinians
are guaranteed in our State Constitution. She has
dedicated her career to ensuring that no matter our
race, gender, background, or political affiliations
all North Carolinians have access to a quality
public education, healthcare, worker and
consumer protections, and the

right to vote.
