Trip.com data reveals that global travel bookings for the summer (June 1 –
August 31) have already surpassed 2019 levels, with intra-regional travel
leading the way.

Overall, bookings on the Trip.com platform this summer have increased by
170% when compared to the same period in 2022. Specifically, thanks to
the relaxation of travel restrictions in APAC, summer bookings have
skyrocketed by 356% Year On Year in Asia, with European markets
recording a 72% YoY increase this summer.

Short-haul regional tours are the preferred trip this summer, with short-
distance flight bookings accounting for 44% of all bookings in Asia and
more than half in Europe (67%). On the other hand, the percentage of
long-haul summer travel in Europe dropped significantly from 48% in 2019
to 13% this year; Over in Asia, the percentage is up slightly from 22% in 2019
to 27%.

In a major win for Phuket's
acclaimed crime-free project, over
1,000 foreigners have been
apprehended for overstaying their
visas, thanks to the collaborative
efforts of the Phuket Immigration
Office and 800 accommodation
providers on the resort island.
Phuket Immigration Chief Pol Col
Thanet Sukchai said the number of
foreign guests registered at
accommodations in Phuket over the
past two months exceeded the
number of foreign tourists who
arrived in the same period by over
20%.
According to the Immigration
Bureau's Information Technology
Center, a total of 1,050 foreigners
were found to have overstayed their
visas. 

According to a study by online
resume building service Resume.io,
Thailand ranks third as a top
destination for digital nomads,
following the United States and
Spain.
The study analyzed 25,976
Instagram posts with the hashtag
#digitalnomad and used
geotagged locations to determine
the popularity of countries and
cities.
Thailand, particularly Bangkok,
dominates the digital nomad
landscape in Asia and Oceania,
with the highest number of
#digitalnomad Instagram posts.
It is worth noting that
approximately 40 countries now
offer digital nomad visas, and most
have lifted their pandemic-era
entry restrictions.

The government has confirmed that
Thailand received one million
Chinese tourists between January
and May 18, following China's border
reopening. The government expects
the number of Chinese visitors to
meet its target of 5 million this year,
with spending of 446 billion baht
(US$13.18 billion).
Last year, only about 274,000
Chinese tourists visited the kingdom
compared with 11 million in pre-
pandemic 2019 - or about 28% of the
total.
The government earlier said overall
foreign tourist arrivals were 9.47
million from January to mid-May,
compared with the 11.15 million
visitors in the whole of 2022.
The Thai economy grew faster than
expected in the first quarter, driven
by the continued pickup in the
crucial tourism sector,
