of analogue transmitters in South Africa.

5. | confirm that there is no reason to believe that the remaining analogue

transmitters in South Africa are on the brink of collapse. On the contrary, with
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proper maintenance, these transmitters are likely to remain operational for many

years, and certainly until the end of a lawful and rational digital migration process.

6. Moreover, itis not correct to talk about “catastrophic collapse” in relation to these
transmitters. If any of the transmitters for any reason becomes unable to be
repaired, this would simply mean that that transmitter could no longer be used. It

would not affect the remainder of the system.

7. Inaddition, the analogue transmitters in South Africa can be, and are, maintained,
and even replaced if necessary, using existing spares/equipment or utilising
spares/equipment from decommissioned transmitters which are already in South

Africa.
