Event Overview
Doglegg Golf will host a five-round, ten week, eighteen-hole, stroke play tournament. Individuals will compete 
in five rounds played over ten weeks. Scoring will be net scoring utilizing SGT handicap. Final standings are 
determined by cumulative point total (SGT Tour Scoring). All prizes are awarded solely based on golf perfor-
mance, a contest of skill.
This document outlines the official fee structure, prize allocations, scoring format, and participation require-
ments.

Fee Structure
A.	Individual Player Fees 

Each registered player is required to pay a $35 fee consisting of the following:
1.	 Player Administrative Fee — $10 

Collected by Doglegg Golf. 
Used exclusively to cover operating and administrative costs of running the event and monthly Sim Golf 
Tour (SGT) membership fee. 
No portion of this fee is placed in or associated with the prize pool.

2.	 Prize Pool Entry Fee — $20 
100% of the Prize Pool Entry Fee is paid out to players as tournament prizes. 
Doglegg Golf does not retain any portion of this fee for any purpose. 
All Prize Pool Entry Fees are pooled and distributed to the top three individuals (see Section 4).

3.	 Charitable Donation Fee - $5 
Each player willingly contributes $5 to be donated on behalf of Doglegg Golf to a non-profit charitable 
organization of our choosing. 
No portion of this fee is placed into or associated with the prize pool.

B.	Bay Rental Fee 
Each competitor will have two weeks to complete the active round beginning on Monday at 5am and ending 
on Sunday at 11:59pm of the respective weeks.  
Each competitor is responsible for booking a tee time through the website (www.doglegg-golf.com) and 
paying the required bay rental fee. Doglegg Golf is not responsible for bay availability – scheduling is the 
responsibility of the players/team.



Tournament Format
A.	Format 

Individual stroke play
B.	Rounds 

The tournament consists of five rounds. 
The round consists of eighteen holes. 
Scoring is net score (handicapped). All competitors must have completed at least one SGT course to have 
established a preliminary handicap. 
Final standings are based on aggregate SGT tour score over all rounds. 
Failure to complete a round within the designated two-week window will result in the score for that round 
not being included in the aggregate team score.

Week 1 Shadow Ridge Country Club Green (6,359 yds) Hole 13

Week 2 Rams Hill Golf Club Blue (6,312 yds) Hole 16

Week 3 Royal New Kent Black (6,740 yds) Hole 7

Week 4 Jack’s Point Blue (6,674 yds) Hole 7

Week 5 Paynes Valley Blue (6,201 yds) Hole 5
D.	Tie Breakers (Skill-Based Only) 

If two or more individuals tie for a prize position, ties will be broken using the following non-random, skill-
based methods (No coin flips, drawings, or chance-based methods will be used): 
Best final-round score beginning with final round and progressing backwards through each round 
Best back-9 score beginning with final round and progressing backwards through each round 
Best front-9 score beginning with final round and progressing backwards through each round 
If tie is still not broken, prize pool will be distributed evenly amongst the teams.



Prize Pool Distribution
A.	Prize Pool 

All competitive rounds must be played at Doglegg Golf for individual to be eligible to win a prize. The total 
prize pool equals: 
Total Number of players × $20 Prize Pool Fee + Total Prize Pool 
100% of this pool is distributed to winning teams.

B.	Prize Allocation 
Prizes are awarded to the top three individuals based on SGT Tour Score: 
1st Place: 50% of prize pool 
2nd Place: 35% of prize pool 
3rd Place: 15% of prize pool 
Doglegg Golf retains none of the prize pool.
1.	 Closest-to-the-Pin Prizes 

For each round, Doglegg Golf will award a Closest to the Pin (CTP) Prize. 
These prizes are provided by Doglegg Golf, not funded from the prize pool. 
These prizes are separate from the Prize Pool Entry Fees and do not involve any random drawings. 
Closest-to-the-Pin winners are determined strictly by measurable performance (skill-based).

Compliance & Nature of Contest
This tournament is a bona fide contest of skill.
All prize outcomes are based solely on golf performance.
No random drawings, raffles, chance mechanisms, or betting structures are used.
Doglegg Golf receives no economic benefit from the prize pool.
Administrative fees are used only to cover operational costs.
Player Agreement
By registering, all players acknowledge and agree to:
Follow tournament rules
Compete in good faith
Accept final scoring and prize distribution as calculated by Doglegg Golf
Abide by all facility and equipment rules
