We use cookies 

San Francisco Innovation Hub ("us", "we", or "our") uses cookies and additional 
technologies on our websites ("Services"). By interacting with our Services and clicking 
the appropriate buttons on our banners, you're agreeing to the cookie practices outlined 
in this policy. 

What are Cookies? 

Cookies are small text files sent to your browser by websites you visit, including ours. 
These files allow our server to tailor information to your specific needs for future visits. 
Normally, your browser communicates with our system, letting us know if any cookie 
files are stored on your device. We then use the data from these files for analysis. 

How San Francisco Innovation Hub Uses Cookies 

When you access our Services, San Francisco Innovation Hub employs cookies for the 
following specific purposes:​
​
Essential Cookies. Our website won't work properly without these cookies. They don't 
store any personal data. Some disappear when you leave our website, while others stay 
on your device for up to 2 years before automatic deletion.​
​
Performance and Analytics. These cookies help us gauge how well our website 
performs and how users engage with our Services. We use this information to improve 
content and features. These cookies might stay on your device for up to 2 years unless 
manually deleted.User Preferences. These cookies make your experience with our 
Services better by remembering your preferences. Some vanish after you leave our 
website, while others stay and must be manually deleted.Targeting. We use cookies to 
show you relevant ads based on your activity and past visits to our website. This 



includes data like when and how long you visited, as well as pages viewed and other 
sites you've visited. Some of these cookies will be deleted when you exit, while others 
may stay up to 3 years unless manually deleted.Third-party cookies of LinkedIn, 
Google, Vimeo, Bing, Snapchat, Facebook, and YouTube are being set by our Website. 

Cookie Management 

By default, we only store cookies essential for our website to function unless you specify 
otherwise. If you'd rather not have cookies placed on your device, you can either decline 
when prompted during your first visit or opt out later.​
​
In the pop-up window, you can click "Show details" to see the types of cookies we use. 
Check the boxes to choose which cookies you're okay with. If you click "Allow all 
cookies," you're agreeing to all cookie uses outlined above. Choosing "Save 
preferences" will only enable essential cookies.​
​
Note that if you disable certain types of cookies, your experience on our site could be 
impacted, as we won't be able to personalize content or remember your device on 
future visits.You're free to change your cookie settings at any time by contacting us or 
through your web browser's settings. But be cautious: disabling all cookies in your 
browser settings could make some parts of our website inoperable. We recommend 
using our website's Cookie Settings for more precise control.
