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We think it is very important to differentiate between what we may believe central bankers
should do vs what they are most likely to do. As Mohamed A. El-Erian recently outlined, if the
Fed were CEQ’s of competitive private companies they would likely start tapering in light of very
buoyant recent data. However, that outcome is not likely anytime soon as the Fed’s projections
forecast temporary factors reversing in the short term, hence they will not change course
quickly.

In our opinion, odds favour more persistent inflation given the magnitude of monetary and fiscal
stimulus going into the system. Under this scenario, many cyclical names remain too cheap. We
remain exposed to these names, but we note that the outcome may not be known for months and
in the mean time there is a distinct possibility of summertime (northern hemisphere) blues by the
market as we lead into the important Jackson Hole meeting in late August.
