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Key Considerations for Primary PE Risk Assessments

- Playing Area / Environment: Surface (wet/dirty), space, equipment layout, weather (if outdoors).

- Equipment: Safety checks, correct size for age, securely stored when not in use.

- Pupil Factors: Medical needs, behaviour management, appropriate kit/footwear, jewellery removed.
- Activity Risks: Contact sports, gymnastics (apparatus), throwing/catching equipment, use of balls.
- Supervision: Appropriate ratios, clear instructions, warm-up and cool-down included.

- Emergency Preparedness: First aid kit, trained first aider present, emergency exit procedures.
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
