 We still have an overrepresentation of identities from the White perspectives in the 
 written curriculum. This is a practical course, not only theoretical. Numerous notable 
 BIPOC authors have written pedagogical theories, critical theories, and systemic 
 theories on schooling and teacher education. However, there is a dearth of instructional 
 design theories (for the ID perspective) that are accessible to the secondary teacher at 
 this time. Also, finding lesson plans that model culturally relevant teaching within the 
 main content areas - with a common book - across content areas is difficult to find. 
 However, we need lessons.
