REPLACEMENT COMPRESSOR

1. Remove the electrical connections from the existing Compressor E-Box and remove the existing Compressor cable.

2. Remove the existing Compressor E-Box from the base panel.

3. Disassemble and remove the existing compressor and Tubings (Debraze the condenser tubing) as per 

established procedures in handling refrigerants.

4. Drill a 0.157” diameter hole on the base panel as shown in Figure 2 for mounting the new Compressor E-Box.
