Conversion From Drip Tray To “Z” Style

(See Figure 1.)

1. Remove the lower front panel (4 screws) and discard. Note that it will first be necessary to remove the ice 

dispense lever and retainer (2 screws) before removing the lower front panel. Save the retainer and lever, 

including the mounting screws, to replace on the “Z” lower front panel.

2. Remove the (2) drip tray mounting pins, located at the lower left and right hand corners of the unit base, by 

lifting up on the pins to disengage the drip tray assembly from the base.

3. Pull the drip tray assembly forward from the unit’s base to provide access to remove the hose clamp on the 

drip tray drain line located at the rear of the drip tray. Remove both the drip tray and the drain line and dis-

card.

4. Assemble the “Z” style lower panel to the unit with the (4) No. 8-32 X 2-5/8 in. long screws and retaining 

washers provided with the kit.

5. Replace the ice dispense lever and retainer from step 1 on the “Z” lower panel. The unit is now ready for 

operation.

Conversion From “Z” Style To Drip Tray

(See Figure 2.)

1. Remove the lower front panel (4 screws) and discard. Note that it will be necessary to remove the ice dis-

pense lever and retainer (2 screws) before removing the lower front panel. Save the retainer and lever, 

including the mounting screws, to replace on the lower front panel provided in the kit for the drip tray.

2. Determine the length of the drip tray drain line required to “reach” an open drain. It is important that the 

drain line pitch continuously downward from the drip tray and contain no “traps” for proper drainage. The 

drain line must be installed with adequate back flow protection to comply with Federal, State, and local 

codes. Cut the drain line and insulation as required to comply with code for this installation.

3. Refer to Figure 2 for installing the coupling and adapter fittings provided in the kit to the drip tray drain fitting.

4. Install the drip tray into the extension with (4) push–on clips. Secure the insulated drain line to the drip tray 

barb adapter from preceding step 3 with the hose clamp provided in the kit.

5. Secure the drip tray assembly from step 4 preceding to the unit base with the (2) pins. Note that the rear of 

the extension has two tabs that fit into rectangular openings in the base for engagement of the pins.

6. Assemble the lower panel provided in the kit to the unit with the (4) No. 8-32 x 2–5/8 in. long screws and 

retaining washers. Replace the ice dispense lever and retainer from preceding step 1 on the lower panel.

7. Install the ice lift out tray and cup rest in the drip tray. The unit is now ready for operation.
