Meditation thought: Where might God be working behind the scenes in my current challenge?

. God Gives Strength When You’re Weak

“Those who hope in the LORD will renew their strength. They will soar on wings like eagles, they wiill
run and not grow weary, they will walk and not be faint.” Isaiah 40:31

Why it matters: Your strength is not the source—God is. Waiting on Him is not passive; it’s positioning
yourself for renewal.

Meditation thought: Am | striving in my own strength, or actually waiting on God?

. God Hears and Responds to Prayer
