 2.  How confident are you that the Spirit searches out everything? What is required 
 for this to happen and what results are promised in these verses? 

 Read  2 Corinthians 10:3-5 
 3.  What do you think the “mighty weapons” are? Why are they needed and what are 

 these weapons to be used for? 
 4.  What are some of the obstacles that keep people from knowing the truth? How 

 have you been able to overcome the obstacles you have faced? 

 Read  Psalm 139:1-4 and 23-24 
 5.  What do these verses say about God? About people? 
 6.  Why do you think David asks God to “search me” if God already knows 

 everything about him? What do you think David is trying to accomplish and how 
 does this apply to people today?

 Look Ahead: 
 What lie do you need to replace with God’s truth? What will you do this week to make 
 that lie obedient to Christ? 

 Group Leader Notes 
 People have always searched for things - significance, love, fame, wealth, happiness, 
 etc. At the same time God is actively searching us to reveal His truth. There is incredible 
 power and freedom when we allow God to search every part of our lives and to show us 
 ways to identify and take captive the rebellious thoughts that separate us from God and 
 His plan for us. Encourage your group to find new and different ways of searching out 
 God’s truth in Scripture and allowing this to replace the lies we tell ourselves. 
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
