1. Who we are

2. What are cookies? 

Cookies are small text files placed on your device (computer, tablet or smartphone) when you visit a website. They

3. Legal basis and UK GDPR compliance 

Our use of cookies is governed by the Privacy and Electronic Communications Regulations 2003 (PECR) and the UK 

General Data Protection Regulation (UK GDPR). We categorise cookies into four types. The legal basis for each is 

described below. 

4. Categories of cookies we use 

4.1 Strictly necessary cookies 

These cookies are essential for the website to function correctly. They enable core features such as security, network 

management, and accessibility. You cannot opt out of these cookies as they are required for the site to operate. We 

do not require your consent to place them. 

4.2 Analytical / performance cookies 

These cookies help us understand how visitors interact with our website by collecting and reporting information 

anonymously. The data helps us improve site structure, content, and performance. We only set these cookies with 

your consent. 

4.3 Functional cookies 

Functional cookies allow the website to remember choices you make (such as your language preference or region) and 

provide enhanced, personalised features. These are only set with your consent. 

4.4 Targeting / marketing cookies 
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We do not currently use targeting or advertising cookies on this website. Should this change, this policy will be 

updated and your consent will be sought before any such cookies are placed.
