Farm Store Expansion Project
Build-Out of Maui’s Premier
Produce Market

Okoa’s upcountry market has
quadrupled food access for our island
since opening in 2023. Now, through
private donations of $21,000 to PGF,
plus another $19,000 direct to ‘Oko’a
Farms, we are poised to expedite the
farm store’s expansion.

The adjacent unit to the Kulamalu
storefront, purchased last fall, will enable
‘Oko’a to feature hot food, additional
provisions from local vendors, and of
course, even more of the eclectic bounty
of organic produce from many dozen
more family farmers.
