NES IAH STRUCTURE
Family Groups
Students are divided into
small groups of 10-12 for
logistics, safety and security. 

Each Family Group has a
Marich/Madricha who
remains with them for the
duration of the program.

Family Groups will travel
together on busses and
participate in activities
together. Often three family
groups per bus.

Students will have
opportunity to select who
they want to be with.

Note: Students will all be
together. They are staying at
the same hotel, going to the
same places, eating together. 

Each bus will also have a 
senior member of staff. They are
responsible for all the students on the bus.
As well as Israeli staff (logistics, medic,
guide and security).

Travel by private coach hire. Using the same busses and
drivers throughout the program. No public transport is
used.

There is always a Plan B. If we need to, we can move from
one place to another very quickly. We will always have
alternative accommodation and food.

We will always have access to a shelter in the case of an
emergency.

We will always have Israeli security with the group. 



SAFETY &  SECUR ITY
Our Provider is in regular contact with Israeli security and
public safety authorities, and in particular with the Situation
Monitoring Room (SMR), which is a service run by the
Israel Ministry of Education in conjunction with the IDF,
Police and other security authorities. 

The SMR operates 24 hours a day, 365 days a year and
issues guidelines about where it is safe to travel in Israel
and the best routes to use.



7TH OCTOBER

One cannot visit Israel today without experiencing the impact of the 7th October. However, this is not going
to define our Israel experience.

Yes, we will incorporate elements of this into our program. 

Include: Visiting the NOVA site, opportunities to engage with High School students in cities like Sderot and
Ofakim, volunteering opportunities, meet with displaced students, visit injured soldiers and hear their stories.
These elements will be incorporated into a program filled with fun, adventure, new experiences.

BJE will provide you with the link to apply for a Y2i discretionary 
subsidy and additional means tested financial assistance.

All families will need to complete the Y2i subsidy application form
regardless of whether you are requesting full, partial or no subsidy. 

The Y2i application form will now ask if you want to apply for Y2i
subsidy. Only if you say “Yes”, are you asked how much you want to

apply for (from $1,000 up to $5,000).
 

Your responses are confidential and are reviewed internally at Y2i by a
team who has previously undertaken this type of work.

Any personal financial information will be destroyed once your child has
returned from Nesiah.

Families are welcome to apply for additional means tested financial
assistance on top of the $5,000 Y2i discretionary subsidy.



•You will simply be asked if you would like to access this voucher (yes/no)

•If you are not accessing the Y2i voucher, you cannot accept the Mosaic voucher.

•Students may need to participate in some on-line ‘meet-ups’ with teenagers from Israel.
Students are matched based on hobbies and interests and provided with conversation topics
that they can choose from to help them create their connection.
