TCRF has the honor to help
support the scientific communi-
ty through our scientific grant
funding,” Dr. Solomon Ham-
burg, TCRF president told the
nearly 700 in atendance. He
currently serves as a UCLAS
aculty member, Clinical Profes-
sor of Medicine, Department of
Medicine, Division of Hema-
tology Oncology.

“As a practicing Eh'ﬁician
for nearly 40 years | have wit-
nessed a technologic and scien-
tific explosion, which has pro-
longed and cured many people
with this terrible disease.”
Hamburg added.

Several of Tower's noted
Career Development Grants
were awarded to researchers at
LICLA, Cedars-5inai and UCSD
as part of Tower's ongoing
Power of Precision Campaign
that seeks to accelerate the pace
of cancer research in molecular
penetics and to promote transla-
tion of scientific advances into
new life-saving therapies.

Historically, cancer patients
have usually received the same

treatment as others who have
the same type and stage of can-
cer. “After des of research,
scientists now understand that
patients’ tumors have penetic
changes that cause cancer to
grow and spread,” Hamburg
said.

They have learned that the
changes that occur in one per
son's cancer may not occur in
others who have the same type
of cancer. Precision medicine
tarpets the changes in cancer
cells that help them grow,
divide and spread.

“One of the trials we fund-
ed looked at combining genetic
changes of cancer with
immunatherapy in lung cancer,
and it works 30 percent of the
time,” said Hamburg, "We can
improve genetic changes in
cancer and combine
immunotherapy with targeted
therapy and get greater success.

“Doctors now  understand
that when a cancer tumor i
sending a signal to the immune
system 1o leave the mor alone,
we can send a different signal to
allow the immune system to do
what it does, and overcome the
tumor signal.”

With more exact informa-
tion, doctors can screen for
early signs of cancer before

symploms emerge, identify the
highly individualized Emgs of
the disease, awoid treatments
that do not help and determine
what treatments will, Hamburg
said.

The campaign is designed
to enable researchers to explore
promising therapies that specifi-
cally target these changes or
block their effects.
