WHO IS ELIGIBLE?

WIC PARTICIPANTS
Each WIC participant (eligible
women & children) can receive
$30 in vouchers to spend at
participating Farmers Markets.
Bring your “Shopping List” to
the distribution locations listed.
Vouchers will be distributed
until September 30, 2026.
ONE PER PERSON PER YEAR,
while supplies last.
Vouchers can be used until
October 31, 2026.

SENIOR PARTICIPANTS
Adults 60 and older who meet
the income guidelines can
receive $20 in vouchers to
spend at participating Farmers
Markets.
Bring your ID to the distribution
locations listed.
Vouchers will be distributed
until September 30, 2026.
ONE PER PERSON PER YEAR,
while supplies last.
Vouchers can be used until
October 31, 2026.
Seniors may use vouchers for
honey.
The participant may name a
proxy if they are unable to
perform the necessary steps to
apply and redeem the vouchers.

No cash/change will be given
for vouchers
Lost, stolen, or expired vouchers
will not be replaced
Participants have the right to be
treated equally and may file a
complaint if they feel their civil
rights have been violated.
