Gert Motmans est un artiste basé a Anvers. Son travail évolue dans lespace
fragile entre mémoire et imagination, explorant des themes tels que 'éphémere,
le desir, le désir queer et la poésie silencieuse de limage.

Motmans travaille principalement avec des techniques analogiques, le
collage et des matériaux trouvés ou issus d’archives. Il crée des ceuvres intimes
et stratifiées, a la fois intemporelles et profondément personnelles. A partir de
ses propres photographies, d’images vintage et de papiers tactiles tels que le
papier japonais kozo et le papier de bambou, il compose des poemes visuels —
melancoliques, retenus et charges d’émotion.

Son langage visuel oscille entre figuration et abstraction, proximite
et distance, passe et present. Parmi les motifs recurrents figurent de jeunes
silhouettes masculines, des paysages nocturnes et la nature comme refuge. La
lumiere, lombre, la texture et le silence jouent un réle central dans sa pratique,
laissant le sens émerger lentement.

Motmans travaille de maniere intuitive : il collecte des fragments et les
assemble dans un processus lent et artisanal. Pour lui, créer est une forme
d’archivage émotionnel — une maniere de retenir ce qui menace de disparaltre,
de préserver les instants juste avant qu’ils ne seffacent.
