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1.0 Mission, Goals and Areas of Responsibility

LUMA assumed operations of Puerto Rico’s Transmission and Distribution System (T&D System) on June
1, 2021, with the mission to recover and transform the energy grid and deliver customer-centric, reliable,
resilient, safe and sustainable electricity at reasonable prices for the 1.5 million customers LUMA is proud
to serve. LUMA manages and operates the government-owned T&D Assets under the Puerto Rico
Transmission and Distribution System Operation and Maintenance Agreement (“T&D OMA”) executed on
June 22, 2020, among the Puerto Rico Electric Power Authority (‘“PREPA”), the Puerto Rico Public-Private
Partnerships Authority (“P3A”) and LUMA Energy, LLC and LUMA Energy ServCo, LLC (collectively,
“‘LUMA”).

This report outlines LUMA’s key activities for the month of February 2023.

2.0 Monthly Sales Summary

e Consumption (GWh) was lower in February 2023 than the previous month (-7.77%), and lower
than the same month from the previous year (-7.25%).

e Energy sales ($) in February 2023 decreased by 3.60% from the previous month and by 16.0%
compared to the same month a year ago, mainly driven by the reduction in the load.

4.0 PREB Filings & Hearings

On February 21, 2023, LUMA
issued a Motion in Compliance with Bench Orders Issued During the Evidentiary Hearing,
submitting its response to potential relief on Day Sales Outstanding metrics under certain
circumstances as well as information on the existing low-income subsidies or other assistance
available to customers of other electric utilities in three US southeastern states. On February 22,
2023, PREB issued a R&O granting LUMA’s February 14, 2023 Request for Audio Recording of
Evidentiary Hearing Held on February 7-10, 2023 and ordering the recording to be provided as
soon as possible.

7.0 Material OMA ltems

e OnFebruary 28, 2023, in compliance with Annex | VII(B)(9) of the T&D OMA, LUMA conducted a
Mock Drill Exercise simulating a Category 5 Hurricane with a direct impact to Puerto Rico. This
exercise allowed LUMA to ensure personnel readiness during a Level 1 Emergency (Catastrophic
Emergency). The following external parties attended the exercise as observers: P3A, PREB,
PREMB, FEMA, DEDC (ESF-12), and PREPA.

PREPA’s Non-Compliance with T&D OMA Obligations

o February 2023 was the third consecutive month that PREPA did not fully fund the Service
Accounts and failed to meet its obligations in accordance with 7.5(a)(iii), 7.5(b)(iii), 7.5(c)(iii),
7.5(e)(ii) of the T&D OMA. LUMA has issued non-compliance notices to PREPA on each
occasion.

e OnJanuary 23, 2023, LUMA attended the PREPA Governing Board Transition Committee
Meeting, and raised its concern regarding PREPA’s unwillingness to provide information required
for LUMA to perform its obligations under the T&D OMA and respond to PREB requests,
specifically related to PREPA Fuel Data, System Frequency Excursion information related to
PREPA Generation, and information required for System Dynamic Modelling of Generation Units.
PREPA representatives indicated at the meeting that they would not be providing this information
to LUMA. As aresult, LUMA is preparing to issue notice to PREB on this issue.
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On February 6, 2023, LUMA and PREPA finalized the Agreed Operating Procedures for Legacy
Generation facilities. On February 9, 2023 LUMA requested PREPA to sign the Agreed Operating
Procedures by February 17, 2023. LUMA followed up with PREPA on the matter on February 20,
2023. PREPA has not responded to LUMA's request on this important matter.

PREPA Reorganization and Title Il Exit

The Puerto Rico government and the FOMB continue to move forward with PREPA’s Title Il exit
and reorganization process. The FOMB filed an amended proposed plan and disclosure
statement including a settlement with monoline insurer National Public Finance Guarantee on
February 9, 2023, a modified disclosure statement on February 21, 2023, and a second amended
proposed plan and disclosure statement on February 26, 2023.
LUMA continued to meet with the government and FOMB to discuss LUMA’s key concerns
regarding the process including:

1. Transparency of PREPA Legacy Dept and Pension charges on customer bills,

2. Process for PREB approval of the Legacy Debt and Pension Charges,

3. Government’s planned approach to exempting lower income customers as described in

the disclosure statement, and

4. Implementation of PREPA Reorganization.
On February 28, 2023, the Title Ill Court held a hearing to consider approval of the disclosure
statement and the proposed discovery schedule for confirmation. The FOMB agreed to certain
modifications of the disclosure statement, and Judge Swain approved it over the remaining
objections. The ad hoc group of PREPA bondholders has stated its intention to engage in
“‘intense litigation” regarding confirmation of the proposed plan. At that hearing, Judge Swain
indicated that she would soon issue a decision onthe FOMB's lawsuit challenging the security
and recourse rights of PREPA bondholders.
Separately, on February 21, 2023, the U.S. Supreme Court denied the FOMB’s petition for a writ
of certiorari on the issue of whether pre-bankruptcy unsecured claims for just compensation that
arise under the Takings Clause of the Fifth Amendment of the U.S. Constitution are
dischargeable and can be adjusted in bankruptcy as part of the Commonwealth’s Title lll plan.
The U.S. Court of Appeals for the First Circuit affirmed Judge Swain’s ruling that such unsecured
claims for just compensation are nondischargeable and cannot be adjusted in bankruptcy. The
FOMB informed the Supreme Courtin its petition that claims related to inverse condemnation/
eminent domain will cost the Commonwealth more than $300 million.

PREPA Accounting and Financial Risks

A Condition Precedent to Service Commencement includes the reorganization of PREPA as
stated in Section 4.5(q). As part of a reorganization of PREPA as described in Annex VI,
PREPA’s balance sheet, financial systems and other functions must be separated into separate
entities.

This reorganization has not yet occurred and PREPA has not addressed several major PREPA
accounting and financial risks. LUMA was provided access to PREPA'’s financial systems at
Commencement (June 1, 2021) and since then, LUMA has identified deficiencies and
irregularities. The poor condition of PREPA's pre-Commencement financial records has an impact
on LUMA’s ability to comply with its T&D OMA obligations, including providing accurate reporting
to P3A and FOMB.
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LUMA understands that the initiative to complete the necessary reconciliation and accounting
work to enable the full reorganization of PREPA will be funded in the FY2024 Fiscal Plan.

In February 2023, LUMA began an accounting remediation initiative focused on completing bank
reconciliations for the 31 Legacy Bank Accounts as of June 30, 2022, as required for the FY2022
Audit of PREPA’s Financial Statements to be completed by the end of June 2023.

LUMA'’s Billing and Collection Efforts

LUMA continues to make progress regarding billing. As previously reported, in January 2023,
LUMA identified a significant billing system issue caused by the last software upgrade completed
by PREPAin 2019. This issue concerns the algorithm for customer bill estimates. Resolution of
this error is currently planned for the current fiscal year with improvements to be seen over the
subsequent FY2024.

Since August 2021, LUMA has made numerous attempts, including letters and phone calls, to
work with customers who have large and chronic overdue balances to avoid the possible
disconnection of service. On February 3, 2023, 48-hour disconnection calls were made to the
commercial & industrial business customers who had not responded to repeated attempts to
establish payment plans.

On February 6, 2023, given the failure by customers to respond after months of outreach efforts,
LUMA began to schedule crews to disconnect this initial group of customers, unless payment was
received by Sunday, February 5. By February 28, 2023, 264 commercial and industrial customers
had been disconnected for non-payment. Of the 264 sites, only 111 sites had been reconnected
after receipt of payment. LUMA will be performing site checks in March to ensure disconnected
sites remain disconnected and energy theftis not occurring.

LUMA continues to work with the central government of Puerto Rico on improving payment and is
supporting collections with individual agency meetings. LUMA met with the central government
and the top 10 government agencies and corporations with the largest past due accounts
receivable. All agencies have a plan to pay their debt in full by the end of FY23. Outstanding
government arrears onthe LUMA billed debt (past due accounts from June 2021 on) have been
reduced from ~$100 million in December 2022 to ~$33 million at the end February 2023.
Additionally, PREPA billed debt (past due accounts for energy consumed prior to June 2021) has
been reduced from ~$250 million to ~$150 million in outstanding arrears at the end of February.

FY2024 Budget Allocation

LUMA continues to work with FOMB, PREPA, Genera, and P3A on this process established
under Section 4.3(c) of the Generation OMA and Section 3.1(b) of the PGHOA.

In accordance with the process, the Budget Allocation Meeting occurred on February 24, 2023. In
order for LUMA to provide a comprehensive proposed allocation, LUMA requires various inputs
and information from FOMB, PREPA, and P3A.

o OnFebruary 21, 2023, FOMB provided the FOMB Advisor Costs for FY2024, confirmed
that P3A Transaction Costs would be excluded from LUMA'’s budget, and confirmed that
PREPA’s Title lll Exit Date assumption should be the end of Q3 FY2024. This datawas
originally requested by LUMA via a formal letter to FOMB on January 26, 2023 (LUMA -
FOMB-T-00318).

o On February 24, 2023, after the Budget Allocation Meeting, PREPA provided its Title Il
and Bankruptcy costs for FY2024 to LUMA.
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o As of February 28, 2023, LUMA had not received any comments from the parties on the
materials shared during the February 24, 2023 Budget Allocation Meeting, and two
necessary inputs to calculate the Budget Allocation were still outstanding: FOMB’s
alignment on the FY2024 Load Forecast and the GenCo Operator Fee from P3A.

¢ LUMA is concerned that if the outstanding inputs outlined above are not received and an
allocation is not determined by March 17, 2023, LUMA will not be able to meet PREB’s filing
deadline of April 15, 2023. Additionally, if the delays experienced in the budget allocation process
continue, LUMA’s ability to meet the 90-day budget submission requirement under the T&D OMA
will be impacted.

FY2023 Budget Process

e OnFebruary 27, 2023, PREB issued a R&O conditionally approving LUMA’s FY2023 Budget,
subject to several conditions, including but not limited to LUMA’s periodic reporting on revenue
collections, expenditures, and directives to ensure funding for certain programs and initiatives.

e LUMA continues to study the impacts of PREB’s various additional requirements, but the
additional requirements may impact LUMA’s ability to prepare a FY 2024 budget submission as
per the timelines under the T&D OMA.

PREB Resolution and Orders regarding LUMA’s request for Amendment of FY2022 Budget

e OnNovember 2, 2022, LUMA filed a “Motion Submitting Fiscal Year 2022 Budget Amendment” in
compliance with Section 7.3 (e) of the T&D OMA, requesting that the FY2022 Budget be
amended to reallocate a surplus in LUMA’s Operating Budget to its Non-Federally Funded Capital
Budget line items. The modification was a result of LUMA’s cost saving measures and year-end
closing adjustments and financial reviews.

o After PREB’s denial of LUMA’s requested amendment and rejection of LUMA's request for
reconsideration, in its December 14, 2022 R&0O, PREB ordered LUMA to show cause withinten
(10) business days of why LUMA should not be fined.

e OnJanuary 3, 2023, LUMA filed a “Motionin Compliance with Order to Show Cause and Request
for Reconsideration” in which LUMA reiterates and expands upon the arguments discussed in
LUMA’s November 2, 2022 Amendment Request and November 23, 2022 Reconsideration
Request. LUMA stated, for various reasons as previously outlined, that PREB should reconsider
its denial and not administer any fines.

e OnJanuary 12, 2023, LUMA transmitted an informative letter to P3A that summarizes the
foregoing.

e As of February 28, 2023, LUMA has not received a determination from PREB on LUMA’s Motion
in Compliance with Order to Show Cause and Request Reconsideration. If PREB refuses to
review the petition, LUMA will need to request that P3A reviews the FY2022 budget amendment.
LUMA intends to work with P3A to avoid this issue from occurring again in future fiscal years.
